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The Communication Process of the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in the Diffusion of
Local Wisdom Innovation: A Case Study of Kung Krabaen Bay Royal Development Study Centre
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Abstract

This research aims to study the communication process of the philosophy of sufficiency economy and the
diffusion of local wisdom innovation of Kung Krabaen Bay Royal Development Study Centre. The information was
gathered by documentary research, surveys, in-depth interviews, and group discussions with informers. The study
indicated that the communication process started from the working group of the Study Centre (sender) who
produced the contents (message) by collecting problems faced at the time, with then came out as knowledge
such as curricula and training courses in supporting the manufacturing process based on the philosophy of
sufficiency economy mainly by passing on the message to the people and using mixed media such as printing
media, activity media before passing it on to the agricultural members and the chief agriculturist (receiver).The
three levels of the communication results are 1. Change Level, 2. Influence Level, and 3. Achievement Level. In
addition, the economic factors and individual factors were found to slightly affect the communication results and
the diffusion of Local Wisdom Innovation starting from the messages which were 1. Local Wisdom Innovation; to
solve problems using the diversified learning process, which comprised Process Innovation, New Product
Innovation, and Services Innovation. Properties and compositions of local Wisdom Innovation showed relative
advantages in observability and the non-complex compatibility of non-obligated trialability. 2. Communication
Channels with personal media as the main media consisting of two senders who could only be in charge of five out of
seven basic duties. There was no difference of Communication Channels chosen; they were used together in
coordinating with more research information. 3. Time period; considered based on problems 4. Members of the social
system who had similar characteristics as in the same networks. Therefore, the four elements mentioned above led to
the acceptance of the local Wisdom Innovation by the systems of decision making.
