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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study for factors influencing the participations in
continuous improvement (Kaizen). This research was based on a survey to test the effects of
the objective above. The sample data collected in this study were from the employees in the
Automobile Industry in Eastern Seaboard Industry Estates, Rayong Province. The 400 samples
of this research were from 5 companies. The work positions were from 3 levels of
management, level supervisor, level operation and officer. The statistical methods used for
analysis were Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient and Multiple Regression
Analysis. The results showed that: The perception, communications and organization support
showed positive correlations with the participation in continuous improvement at 99.99 % and
were able to jointly predict at 41.10 percent.
