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How important is the transition for students with autism?
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Abstract

Students with autism are a group of people who have challenges with their social,
communication, developmental, and comprehension of social connections, as well as
difficulties adapting to and preparing for new situations. These factors contribute to tension,
impatience, discomfort, anxiety, and unjustified dread in autistic children, making it more
difficult for them to function in society. This is a problem that has to be addressed because
it affects the child's family and society. They have difficulty playing with friends, participating
in diverse classroom activities, and even moving classes or schools, especially if they attend
an inclusive school. Teachers, parents, and other stakeholders should be able to assist
students with autism in a structured and transitional manner. It is the preparation and
teamwork of all parties that allows students with autism to successfully transition and
pleasantly to higher grades or a new school. In this post, we'll look at how to organize
transitional processes for children with disabilities, both in Thailand and overseas. Transitioning
to different levels of school, transitional models for persons with disabilities, and the process
of planning the transition process for students with impairments and students with autism.
