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Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1) to study the communicative English competency of northestern
World-Class Standard School principals 2) to assess the needs for developing communicative English
competency of northestern World-Class Standard School principals  3) to study the methods for
developing communicative English competency of the future northestern World-Class Standard School
principals. The sample groups were 1) 92 northestern World-Class Standard School principals 2) 184
teachers in foreign language department of northestern World-Class Standard Schools that were selected by
using purposive sampling. The data was collected by using 1) evaluation tool for evaluating communicative
English competency for school principals 2) evaluation tool for evaluating communicative English
competency for school teachers. Both evaluation tools were used to collect the data for evaluating
English competency of school principals and, as well, evaluating the needs of improving English
competancy of school principals. 3) interviewing form. The data were analysed and synthesised by
using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and Priority Needs Index (PNI modified).

The study found that

1) the communicative English competency of northestern World-Class Standard Schools’
principals is on the ‘Good’ level with mean 2.624

2) the competency that school principals needed to improve the most was being able to write
reports or articles with the correct wording and grammartical structures with the highest mean 0.754.
On the other hand, the communicative English competency that the school principals should improve
the least was being able to use the computure by reading the easy instructions such as print, copy,
to name a few with mean 0.433

3) the methods for improving communicative English competency of school principals were
generating training courses or courseworks for them. In addition, the ministry may change the procedures
or processes of producing and developing school principals, for example, make the curriculum to be
more international or change the qualification of being or applying to be the school principal, moreover
the future school principals should not be only smart but also good at communicative skill in order
to administrate the school to the its objectives successfully.
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
