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Abstract

The purposes of this study were: 1) to investigate basic information in developing a curriculum
for enhancing Thai language reading skills based on the mediated learning experience and multisensory
approaches for primary school students with leamning disabilities in reading, and 2) to develop an
enrichment curriculum and examine the results of implementing the curriculum in three aspects as
follows: (1) efficiency of the enrichment curriculum to the criterion set at 80/80; (2) a comparison of students’
reading ability between before and after learning through the enrichment curriculum; and (3) an investigation
of learning retention of reading the Thai language. The population were 60 primary school students
of grades 4-6 with learning disabilities in reading, who weresorted out through the Office of Basic
Education Commission’s screening tools for learning disabilities (for primary students), from 17 primary
schools of the School Network Center 4 under the Office of Sakon Nakhon Primary Education Service
Area 2. A sample was 10 primary school students of grades 4-6 with learning disabilities in reading, who
were enrolled in the first semester of academic year 2015 at Ban Wangyang (Wangyang Withayanukul)
School, The School Network Center 4 under the Office of Sakon Nakhon Primary Education Service
Area 2. The sample was derived from purposive sampling as the researcher was teaching at this school.
The instruments used were a questionnaire for the experts and two tests of Thai language reading
skills. Statistics employed were mean, standard deviation and the testing of mean difference using

the Wilcoxon Signed Ranks Test

The findings revealed that 1) the basic information used in developing the enrichment curriculum,
as a whole, was rated by the experts at the highest level of usability (X = 4.65, S.D. = 0.60). Individual
aspects being examined, it was found that the significance and needs, the elements, and the development
process of the enrichment curriculum were all valuated at the highest level (X = 4.77,S.D. = 0.48, X = 4.54,
S.D.=0.72 and X = 4.64, S.D. = 0.60 respectively). 2) The enrichment curriculum developed comprises the
principles aiming to help students with learning disabilities in reading to learn through variety of learning
activities with multisensory learning materials that enhance their perception, memory and learning of new
knowledge, along with the teacher as mediator who helps boost the students’ learning experience with the
main objective of enhancing students’ Thai language reading skills. The enrichment curriculum is equipped
with the structure of contents consisting of alphabets, vowels, words, sentences and shorts statements,
the 3-step learning management process comprised of introduction, instruction and conclusion, and
the authentic assessment and evaluation conducted before, while and after the learning. The results of
implementing the enrichment curriculum were as follows:(1) The enrichment curriculum obtained an
efficiency of 84.33/82.00; (2) the students significantly acquired higher skill in reading the Thai language
after the treatment than that before at the .01 level; (3) the students retained their Thai language
reading skills.
