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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to develop and to study the effectiveness of the training
curriculum on teaching Thai subject to enhance successful intelligence for the elementary school teachers.
The sample consisted of 40 teachers and 360 students. The instruments used for data collection were

(1) Achievement test (2) Assessment form of lesson plans (3) Satisfaction questionnaires. (4) Achievement
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form of critical, creative and practical thinking of the students. T-test and percentage of progression
were used to compare the scores of pretest - posttest. The results of the study were: The developed
curriculum consists of logic reasoning together with 4 training modules. Each module contains concept,
objectives, contents, activities, materials and assessment. The scores of suitability were at the highest level.
The effectiveness of the training modules indicate that (1) the posttest average scores were higher
than the pretest with statistically significant different at .05, and the progress scores were at 28.75% (2)
Regarding the lesson plans provided by teachers, there were very good lesson plans with the ratio of 77.50 %
and satisfied at the highest level. The students capacity on critical, creative and practical thinking,
as a whole, were at 97.50%
