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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were: 1) to study learning management plan of Matayomsuksa 6
Students® critical language reading in Thai language by using Metacognition, and 2) to develop Matayomsuksa
6 Students® critical reading ability in Thai language by using Metacognition and determining 70% of total
number of students with scores of critical reading ability not less than 70% of total scores. The sample
were 40 Matayomsuksa 6 Students at Samsung Pitatyakom School, Khon Kaen Province. There were 3
kinds of instrument: 1) the instrument for trying out the practice including six learning management plans
of critical reading ability by using Metacognition, 2) the instrument for reflecting performance practice
including incident record, behavioral observation form of teachers’ learning management plan, learning
behavioral observation of students, opinion form, end cycle test, and 3) the instrument for learning
management assessment test including the critical reading ability in Thai language. The research design
was Acilon Research with 3 cycles of research practice. The statistic for data analysis included
Percentage and Mean.

The research findings found that: _

For learning management plan of Matayomsuksa 6 Students® critical reading ability of Thai
language by using Metacognition, focus on activity management Metacognition strategy, and learning
perfromance assessment. The major factors encouraging students in developing critical reading ability in
Thai language included: (1) the selection of reading lesson appropriately with the students’ interest, (2)
the activity management for students’ self-studying, (3) the stimulated question use for students’
discussion participation and expression their opinion, and (4) the students® evaluated their knowledge and
opinion regarding to reading lesson.

For the results from learning management plan of critical reading ability in Thai language by
using Metacognition, found that there were 90% of total students showing their reading ability scores in

Thai language passing criterion for 70 % of total scores.
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
