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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the present research were to develop a communicative Thai
language learning by using selected activities and to enhance Thai language learning
achievement of Mathayom suksa III students. The target group consisted of 29 students in
Nonphosriwittayakom School of the office of Khon Kaen Educational Service Area 4 of
Primary Education during the second semester of the 2007 academic year.

There were three categories of tools employed in the research. ie. the experimental
tool which was consisted of 12 lesson Plans: the reflection tool which was consisted of
teaching behavior observation from, students’ studying behavior observation form, studying
experience recording form. interview form, end-of-lesson exercises, and an end -of-spiral test;
and evaluation tool which was a Thai language learning achievement test.

The study followed action research procédure which was consisted of four spirals of

‘planning, action, observation and reflection. The data collected in each of the spirals were
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analyzed for purpose of adjusting plans in the succeeding spirals:

The findings :

1. The Development Thai language learning, using selected activities as developed
was consisted of the following 4 steps:

1.1 The introduction in which the teacher reviews the students’ past learning and
states learniny objective:
1.2 The instruction which was consisted of the following 3 sub-steps:

121 The information receiving step in which the teacher presents subject
content through 3 selected activities of mass media relations

122 The understanding step in which the students, when recewving informa-
tion, have to understand their purposes before making communication;

123 The practice and application step in which the students, having under-
stood the content of the information, practice the four skills of listening, speaking, reading
and writing in different situations in daily life;

1.3 The conclusion step in which the teacher uses leading questions in order to let
the students make observation and conclude the lesson for themselves;

1.4 The measurement and evaluation step in which the end-of-lesson exercises
and actual practice are done by the students.

2. Thai language learning achievement scores made by the students showed that
72.10% of those who were taught by using the selected activities had succeeded in develop-
ing communicative language usage skill which was higher than the 70% prescribed criterion,
and 89.65% of the students passed the learning criterion which was higher than the 70%

prescribed criterion.
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
