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DEVELOPING INTEGRATED TEACHING UNITS FOR PRATHOM SUKSA 1
STUDENTS
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ABSTRACT ;

The purpose of the present study was 1) to develop integrated teaching units for Prathom Suksa
[ students at Khon Kaen Vithes Suksa Bilingual School and 2) to study the results from learning units using
integrated teaching units for Prathom Suksa I students. The criterion specified by the researcher was
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1. Developing integrated teaching units for Prathom Suksa I students at Khon Kaen Vithes Suksa
Bilingual School, Three Thai Language Units showed its IOC effectiveness at 0.95.

2. To study the results from learning units using integrated teaching units for Prathom Suksa I
students. In evaluating the achievement test of the students the results for units 1 to 3 were 81.92, 8525 and
88.75 respectively. Further the number of students attaining 80% or more for units 1 to 3 were 75.00, 75.00

and 91.66 respectively.

These results show that the integrated model can be used successfully to enhance student
learning. A combining of knowledge and skills from different curriculum areas can reinforce those areas

and lead to a deeper understanding of key objectives.
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
