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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to study the outcome of using instructional activities
emphasizing critical thinking process to develop Mattayomsuksa 6 Students’ ability to read
critically in English. The target group consisted of 44 students of Mattayomsuksa 6 students
who enrolled in Eng 43102 Fundamental English course at Manchasuksa School, under the Office
of Khon Kaen Educational Service Area Office 2 during the 2008 academic year. The research
design was One Short Case Study. The instruments were constructed by the researcher which
included : 1) 7 lesson plans on critical reading in English emphasizing critical thinking process
2) the English critical readmg performance test that was statistically evaluated in Index of

deviation. The findings found that the target group who was taught by the instructional activities
emphasmng critical thinking process made a mean score of 78.6] percent of the full marks in
critical readmg ( |.L 7861, O = 277) wluch passed the prescribed criterion of 70 percent.
In addition, 86.36 percent of all students passed the criterion of 70 percent. So students could
meet the prescribed criterion which aimed at 70 percent or above of students achieve 70 percent

or more.
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
