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ABSTPACT

The objectives of a research were: 1) to studv basic information, opinion and attitude
for entering the inclusive pilot project school of Anuban Khon Kaen School, 2) to study the
readiness preparation for entering the inclusive pilot project school of the school administrators
and teachers in Anuban Khon Kaen School, and 3) to propose the guidelines for implementing
the inclusive classroom of Anuban Khon Kaen School. The samples were 5 administrators,
60 school teachers and 223 kindergarten students’ parents of Anuban Khon Kaen School by
Six;iple Random Sampling. The research design was Survey Research. The instruments were:
1) The Questionnaire of the parents’ opinion and attitude, with reliability of .95, and 2) The
Questionnaire of the school administrators and teachers’ readiness preparation for being the
inclusive pilot school in Anuban Khon Kaen School, with congruence indicator 1.00. The research
findings found that: 1) Most of parents were temales. Their ages were between 30 - 40 year old
and work in the government sector. Most of school administrators and teacher were females.
Their ages were higher than 50 year old and had Bachelor’s Degree. Their work experiences
were between 20 - 30 year. Most of them never studied in special Education. 2) The students’
parents had good attitude toward the inclusive classroom and most of them agreed in “High”.
3) For readiness preparation based on standard of special education of the inclusive school
studied indicators of Special Education Standard found that the school implemented based on
special education standards with the highest level including data collection form students with
special needs individually from answering the test. The lowest level including the échml received
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supported finance or budget from the private organizations. For readiness preparation, 33.8%
viewed that in the future Anuban Khon Kaen School would be able to transfer knowledge in
managing the inclusive classroom for network schools or the schools interested. in the inclusive
classroom. 4) For the guideline in implementing the inclusive classroom of Anuban Khon Kaen
School, it included the survey and classification of information for Special Education, enroliment,
students’ identifying, students’ referral, and instructional management for students with special
needs, promotion of profession for personnel in practicing special education work, budget
allocation, facilities, media, service, and other kinds of supports in special education, the activity
management supporting the students with special needs in inclusive classroom, network

development for collaboration in developing the inclusive classroom management, and coordination
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of supervision and evaluation of the inclusive classroom.
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
