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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this research was to study the opinions of civil defense volunteers who had been

trained in the Civil Defense Training Program of the 23rd Military Circle in order to ascertain just how well

they could apply the activities they had been trained in to various aspects of their lives. The sample

included 394 civil defense volunteers who had been trained in the Civil Defense Training Program of the

23rd Military Circle, Sri Patcharintorn Army Camp, Sila Sub-district, Muang District, Khon Kaen Province.

esentatives of 65 Local Administration Organizations in Khon Kaen, Galasin and

The tool used for the study was a questionnaire with a rating scale. It was tested for reliability
by means of Cronbach Alpha Coefficient method and found to have a reliability of 0.98. The collected data
were analyzed by means of an SPSS/P+ Program for frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean and standard

deviation.
The findings:

1. Concerning the application of the activities in the training program to other people and their

tamilies. it was found that the volunteers had applied the physical exercise, recreational, jumping 34 foots

tower, discipline and moral training, first aids, transporting, traffic regulations, empty-hand combat, and

drug prevention activities to their daily life, as a whole, at a “high” level (X = 3.68).

2. Concerning the application of the activities in the training program to community and society,

‘+ was found that the volunteers had applied the information reporting, information scouting, team

observation and operation, rescuing disaster victims and tra‘fic accident casualties, fire extinguishung,

village protection, empty-hand combat and mob control, first aids, transporting, drug prevention, group

activities. accident prevention, and arms study activities, as a whole, at a “high” leve! (X = 3.71).
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
