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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study readiness and compare the readiness in applying
philosophy of sufficiency economy for managing education in schools under jurisdiction of The Office of
Khon Kaen Educational Service Area 1 among small sized, medium sized, and large sized schools.
The samples were 454 teachers under jurisdiction of The Office of Khon Kaen Educational Service Area 1.
The research instrument constructed by the researcher was questionnaire of readiness in applying the
~ philosophy of sufficient economy for managing schools. Data were analyzed by calculating the Percentage,
'Mean, Standard Deviation, and tested the differences by using ANOVA and Scheffe's method by using
SPSS for Windows Computer Program.

The research findings found that:

1. For the overall 6 aspects of readiness in applying the philosophy of sufficiency for managing
in schools, found that the practice of readiness was in “High” level (X = 3.80). For the findings of each
aspect, found that the practice of readiness was in “High” level ranking in order as follows: climate and
inside environment management (X = 398). tollow up and assessment (X = 3.87), curriculum construction
(X = 3.82), management of school administrative system (X = 3.77), allowance for parents and community’
participation in school management (X = 3.70), and learning and teaching management (X = 3.67)
respectively.

2. The findings of comparison of readiness in applying the philosophy of sufficiency economy for
managmg in schools based on school size among small sized, medium sized, and larger sized schools,
found that there were significant differences at .05 level. For paired comparison, found that there was:

2.1 There was difference in readiness between small sized schools (X = 22.17) and medium
sized schools (X = 23.15).

2.2 There was difference in readiness between small sized schools (X = 22.17) and large sized
schools (X = 23.13).

2.3 There was no significant difference in readiness between medium sized schools
(X = 23.15) and larger sized schools (X = 23.13)
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
