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A Comparison of English Reading Aloud and Spelling Skills of Pratom Suksa IV Students

Using Integration of Phonics and Whole Language Approaches and the Teacher’s Manual
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Abstarct
The purpose of this research was to compare English reading aloud and spelling skills of Pratom Suksa IV
students using integration of Phonics and Whole Language Approaches and the Teacher’s Manual. The population
was consisted of 189 Pratom Suksa IV students of Anuban Suriya Uthai Phimai School in the second semester of
academic year 2010. The samples were selected by Cluster Random Sampling and drew lots to be an experimental
group and control group. There were 37 students in the experimental group and 37 students in the control group.
The research instruments were developed by the researcher including (1) lessons plans using the integration of

Phonics and Whole Language Approaches (2) Teacher’s Manual lesson plans (3) English reading aloud tests, and
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(4) English spelling tests. The collected data were analyzed by arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and one-tailed

t-test through the SPSS for Windows version 16.0.
Findings:

The English reading aloud and spelling skills of students in the experimental group which were

taught by the integration of Phonics and Whole Language Approaches were higher than those of the students in

the control group which were taught by the Teacher’s Manual at the statistical significance 0.01 level.
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
