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Abstract

Target groups of the developing of the “How to Make Crispy Thai Rice Cake” local curriculum
divided into 4 groups: 1) the school administrator, teachers, students, and parents altogether 17 persons;
2) 9 Prathomsuksa 6 students of Ban Nong-go school; 3) 20 Prathomsuksa 6 students at Ban-nong-toom-
prachasan; and 4) 10 teachers, 20 students, and 20 parents. The research instruments included: 1) A need
assessment questionnaires for local curriculum development; 2) The Local Curriculum entitled “How to
Make Crispy Thai Rice Cake”; 3) The supporting curriculum documents including the 6 lesson plans using
Problem Solving Process Model and the field note record; 4) Assessment forms for: the desired charac-
teristic, performance skills, solving problem skills, and students” product; 5) The achievement test; and 6)
The curriculum evaluation questionnaires. Classroom action research with 7 research reflecting cycles was
employed as the research methodology.

This research revealed the following findings.

1. The developed Local Curriculum, How to Make Crispy Thai Rice Cake, was the curriculum
which having wisdom participated in learning activities and related to students’ background; using
child-centered, authentic learning with Problem Solving Process Model, and authentic assessment in order

to provide the students knowledge of how to make crispy Thai rice cake, desired characteristic, and
process skills.

2. The results of local curriculum evaluation:

1)  Formative evaluation

(1) Students’ affective domain (diligence, patience, relationship with colleague, and responsibility)
were higher than the prescribed criterion (fair level).

(2) Students’ psychomotor domain on working ability (group working skills, process
skills, and knowledge self-directed skills) and problem solving ability (be aware and understanding the
problem, generate potential solutions, select and plan the solution, implement the solution, and evaluate the
solution) were higher than the prescribed criterion (fair level). For the product’s evaluation, majority of the
students were able to mold the rice sheet and make crispy Thai rice cake passing the prescribed criterion.

(3) Students’ cognitive domain which assessing on their worksheets and summary notes

during the process of teaching showed that all students pass the prescribed criterion (fair level).
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2)  Summative evaluation

(1) Eighty five percent (85%) of the students gained achievement score more than 70

percent which was higher than the prescribed criterion of 70 percent.

(2) The stakeholders’ opinions - students, teachers, and parents - to the local curriculum

mostly were in agree level on the dimensions of context, input, process, and product.
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
