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Abstract

This research was a Survey Research. The objectives of this study were: 1) to study Khon Kaen
University Students’ Cognitive Component, Attitude in Affective Component, and Attitude in Behavioral
Component towards female homosexuality, and 2) to compare Khon Kaen University Students’ Cognitive
Component, Attitude in Affective Component, and Attitude in Behavioral Component towards female
homosexuality in each field of study. The samples were 20,754 Khon Kaen University Students studying
in 2010 academic year, the first — the fourth year of studying. For 392 student, they were selected by
Stratified Random Sampling. The instrument using in this study was Questionnaire developed by the
researcher based on Likert’s Scale. Then, the Questionnaire was investigated its Content Validity by the
experts, and Reliability by using Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient. Later on, the researcher collected data by
oneself, for 392 issues, or 100% of the samples. Data were analyzed by using the Computer Program for
calculating the Frequency, Percentage, Mean (X), and Standard Deviation ( S.D. ). For hypothesis testing,
One-Way ANOVA was administered. For paired comparison, Post Hoc Duncan’s Test was administered.

The research findings found that:

1. For most of Khon Kaen University Students’ Cognitive Component towards homosexual
behavior of Khon Kaen University Students, it was in “Moderate” level, 317 students or 80.8% of them.
Their Cognitive Component in “High” level, and “Low” level in nearly the same proportion as 38 students
or 9.7%, and 37 students or 9.5% respectively.

2. Most of Khon Kaen University Students showed their attitude as uncertainty in Affective
Component towards homosexual behavior of Khon Kaen University Students.

3. Most of Khon Kaen University Students showed their Attitude as uncertainty in Behavioral
Component towards homosexual behavior of Khon Kaen University Students.

4. There were significant differences in their Cognitive Component towards homosexual behavior

of Khon Kaen University Students between most of Khon Kaen University Students studying in
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different fields of study, at .05 level. The students studying in Social Science, had their Cognitive
Component towards homosexual behavior of Khon Kaen University Students, in “the Highest” level
(X = 1039, SD. = 1.93) The second order, included the students studying in Science and Technology
(X =9.69, SD. = 2.15), and the students in Health Science (X = 8.90, S.D. = 2.20) respectively.

5. There were no significant differences in their Attitude in the Affective Component towards
homosexual behavior of Khon Kaen University Students.

6. There were significant differences in their Behavioral Component towards homosexual behavior
of Khon Kaen University Students, between Khon Kaen University Students in different fields of study,
at .05 level. The students studying in Social Science had more positive attitude in Behavioral Component
towards homosexual behavior of Khon Kaen University Students (X = 51.94, SD. = 6.23, than the students
studying in Health Science (X = 49.96, S.D. = 5.81) There were no significant differences in average score

of Attitude in Behavioral Component towards homosexual behavior of Khon Kaen University Students,

between the students studying in Health Science, and those who were studying in Social Science.
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
