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Abstract

The purposes of the study were 1) to study the relationship between instructional leadership of school
administrators and school effectiveness 2) to compare the level of school effectiveness between new
administrators and professional administrators. The samples were 342 teachers under Roi Et primary
educational service area office 3. Research instrument was five rating scale questionnaire. Descriptive
statistics and referential statistic were analyzed by SPSS program. The result were; 1) The relationship

between instructional leadership of school administrators and school effectiveness were statistically
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significant the 0.01 with high level relationship and positive direction (r=0.662). 2) The level of school

effectiveness between new administrators and professional administrators were not different at 0.01

statistically significant.
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
