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Abstract

This research aims the effect of the learning of western music instruments by flipped classroom technique
for grade 8 and satisfaction of students on teaching by flipped classroom technic of western musical instruments.
Conducted using the research in the same group posttest set threshold over 80 percent in the learning of western
music instruments by flipped classroom technique. Using the lesson plans learning of western music instruments
by flipped classroom technique to the integrated model to observe the activities of teaching, test achievement scale
and satisfaction. The data were analyzed using mean and standard deviation results of this research. 1. Posttest
scores on average is 85.125 percent higher than a predetermined threshold. 2. Satisfaction of the two students on
learning of western music instruments by flipped classroom technique regarding the types of instruments. With the
average level (4.42).
