Samples used in this study include
teachers and school sizes of 338 people by the formula of Taro Yamane at a confidence level of 95 percent of the
instruments used. A questionnaire Data were analyzed using computer software. To calculate the percentage,
average ( X ) standard deviation (S.D.) values of Pearson correlation coefficient. Multiple regression coefficients
and created regression.
