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Abstract

This research aims to study the role of schools and operational guidance role of schools to demonstrate
social responsibility under Special Education Bureau Office of The Basic Education Commission in Lopburi Province.
Means of descriptive research by field was divided into 2 phases: Phase 1: was the collection of quantitative data
by the survey questionnaire. The sample was administrators, teachers, school committees and parents in 4 academy
total 265 samples by using simple random sampling. Data were analyzed for frequency, percentage, average,
standard deviation. Phase 2: qualitative data collected by focus groups discussion. The data from 12 highly qualified
people, selected by purposive sampling. Instrument captured a group discussion, data were analyzed using content
analysis and presented with the descriptive method. The role of the schools to show social responsibility under
Special Education Bureau Office of The Basic Education Commission in Lopburi Province. Overall, the top 5 in the
“high” level. And considering income by the side that has the maximum average was the policy and minimum
average was the learning and teaching. Operational guidance role of schools to demonstrate social responsibility
under Special Education Bureau Office of The Basic Education Commission in Lopburi Province. Including : 1) The
policy, should have an action plan on social responsibility by focusing on the participation of public and private
organizations, parents and community 2) The budget establishment, the school should have allocated budget for
the operate properly project with the requirements and school context 3) The curriculum development, should be
focuses on developing students for knowledge, professional capability and moral life in society happily 4) The learning
and teaching, educational activities that emphasizes ethics and compliance with workplace and life skills,
communities and the environment also networking in support of teaching 5) The support of strengthening community,
operation network creating, learning center and the event continue or conservation of the heritage cultural in
community.
