Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to examine the components of leadership on public mind for primary
school student committee under the Office of the Basic Education Commission in the Northeastern region,
2) to develop the model for developing leadership on public mind of primary school student committee, and
3) evaluate the proposed model. This research employed Research and Development approach which was
performed into four phases: Phase | was related to a preliminary study and survey. Phase Il was related to
a model. Phase Ill was related to a model. Phase IV was a model conclusion.

The findings were as follows:

1. The components of leadership on public mind for primary school student committee under the
Office of the Basic Education Commission in the Northeastern region involved three major components,
seven subcomponents and twenty-seven indicators. The found components were: 1) Public Mind Knowledge
and Understandings involving individual rights and responsibilities, and awareness of changes; 2) Public
Mind Thinking involving moral judgment, and knowing the consequences of a cause of individual action;
3) Public Mind Practices involving practice avoidance, moral obligation, and respect others’ right of using
public facilities.

2. The results from the construction of the proposed model revealed that the model consisted of
rationale and the basic idea, objectives, contents, procedures, measurement and evaluation. The
three-stage leadership development process involved: Stage | Pre-training workshop, Stage Il Actual
practice, Stage Ill Post-training workshop. The efficiency of the proposed model, assessed by the qualified
persons, as a whole was at the highest level of appropriateness and feasibility. When considering in each
aspect, it was found that all aspects were at the highest level.

3. After the four-phase implementation, the results revealed that 1) the efficiency of the developed
model was at 89.44/84.47 which was higher than the set criteria, 2) From the behavior assessment, the
participatingstudents reported that the post-intervention mean scores of leadership on public mind were
higher than the pre-training workshop mean scores with a progressive percentage of 68.92.
