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Abstract

The purposes of this study were: 1) to develop aninstructional model of critical reading by integrating
the concepts of metacognition, experiential learning and Collaborative Learning Community in the
classroom for junior high school students, 2) to investigate the effects of using the developed instructional
model of critical reading. The samples were 61 Mathayom Suksa 2 students of Tetsaban 3 “Yuttithamwitthaya”
School. They were divided into 31 participants in the experimental group and 30 participants in the
control group. The instruments comprised of 1) a form to measure the students’ critical reading
abilities, 2) aform to measure the students’ metacognition abilities, 3) a form to record the students’ abilities to
transfer their learning, and 4) a form to assess the students’ team/group work behaviors. The statistics used for
analyzing the data were percentage, mean, standard deviation , t-test of dependent samples and t-test of
independent samples.

The study showed the following results:

1. The developed instructional model contained five components: 1) Principles, 2) Objectives, 3)
Contents, 4) Learning process and 5) Evaluation and Assessment Regarding the learning process, itinclud-
ed six stages altogether -1) Establishing the goals and planning the reading together, 2) Constructing the
experiences and adjusting the learning environment, 3) Examining the reading comprehension, 4) Scruti-
nizing and reflecting the learning experiences, 5) Assessing the learning, and 6) Reviewing and recording
the transfer of their learning.

2. The effects of using the developed instructional model were as follows:

2.1 After students of the experimental group, their critical reading was significantly higher than
that of before at .01 statistical level. Their critical reading abilities were also higher than the criteria set at
75 percent.

2.2 The students of the experimental group who had learnt through the developed instructional
model had statistically higher critical reading abilities than those of the control group who learnt through
normal teaching method at .01 level of significance.

2.3 The students of the experimental group who had learnt through the developed instructional
model had statistically higher metacognition abilities than those of the control group who learnt through

normal teaching method at .01 level of significance.



to transfer their learning at the very high level.

2.5 The students who had learnt through the developed instructional model had their behaviors

of group work at the highest level.
