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Abstract

The objectives of this study were: 1) to analyze and synthesize standards of learning and indicators
of information literacy of Prathom Suksa students, 2) to develop a standard-based enrichment curriculum
for enhancing information literacy of Prathom Suksa 5-6 students, 3) to investigate the effects of using the
standard-based enrichment curriculum for enhancing information literacy of Prathom Suksa 5-6 students, and
4) to examine attitude of Prathom Suksa 5-6 students towards information literacy. The samples comprised an
experimental group of 53 Prathom Suksa 5-6 students of Banphan Saharat Bumrung School and a control
group of 50 Prathom Suksa 5-6 students of Chumchon Dongmafai Charoensin School. Both quantitative and
qualitative data were analyzed. The instruments used for treatment were a form for assessment of ability in
information literacy and a form for measuring attitude towards information literacy. Statistics used to analyze
data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test of dependent samples and t-test of independent

samples.

The findings of study were concluded as follows:

1. Information literacy was composed of 4 standards. Standard 1: realizing the needs of information
and determining the needed information, which consisted of 4 indicators. Standard 2: accessing to information
efficiently and effectively, which consisted of 3 indicators. Standard 3: critical assessment of information,
which consisted of 3 indicators. Standard 4: using the information correctly and creatively, which consisted
of 4 indicators.

2. The developed enrichment curriculum was composed of 7 components: 1) principle; 2) objectives;
3) standards of information literacy and their indicators; 4) structure of the curriculum; 5) way to arrangement
of learning activity; 6) media and learning sources; and 7) measurement and evaluation.

3. The results of implementation of the developed enrichment curriculum were as follows:
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3.1 The experimental group students had a significant difference of the mean scores of ability in

information literacy gained before and after the implementation of the enrichment curriculum at the .05 level.

3.2 The control group students had ability in information literacy after learning which passed the

assessment criterion at the very good level.

3.3 The mean score of ability in information literacy of the experimental group after implementation

of the enrichment curriculum and the mean score of the control group after the ordinary learning were sig-

nificantly different at the .05 level.

4. The results of attitude of the group students were as follows:

4.1 The mean scores of attitude of the experimental group students towards information literacy

gained before and after implementation of the enrichment curriculum were significantly different at the .

05 level.

4.2 The experimental group students’ attitude towards information literacy after learning passed

the assessment criterion at the highest level.

4.3 The mean score of attitude in the experimental group towards information literacy after implemen

tation of the enrichment curriculum and the mean score of attitude in the control group after ordinary learning

were significantly different at the .05 level.
