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Abstract

This study is a Research & Development research of which its purposes were 1) to construct and
develop the curriculum for strengthening teachers’ competencies on English teaching based on Content
and Language Integrated Learning Approach (CLIL) 2) to study the result of the implementation of the
curriculum for strengthening teachers’ competencies on English teaching based on Content and Language
Integrated Learning Approach(CLIL) The research included 2 phases namely : Phase 1 — constructing
and developing the curriculum for strengthening teachers’ competencies on English teaching based on
Content and Language Integrated Learning Approach (CLIL). Phase 2 — the curriculum implementation
by training the teachers of English. The sample used in the study were 21 teachers of English from Op-
portunity Expansion Schools under the supervision of Chonburi Primary Educational Service Area Office
1. The instruments used in this study included 1) the curriculum for strengthening teachers’ competency
on English language teaching based on Content and Language Integrated Learning Approach(CLIL) 2)
a test on teachers’ knowledge gained from the training through the curriculum for strengthening teachers’
competencies on English teaching based on Content and Language Integrated Learning Approach(CLIL)
3) a questionnaire on the opinion towards the curriculum for strengthening teachers’ competencies on En-
glish teaching based on Content and Language Integrated Learning Approach(CLIL). The statistics used
in analyzing the collected data were means, standard deviation and t — test dependent.

The research findings are as follows:

1. The constructing and developing of the curriculum for strengthening teachers’ competencies
on English teaching based on Content and Language Integrated Learning Approach (CLIL) composed
of 6 steps namely: Step 1 —researching the basic information, Step 2 — curriculum content selecting and
drafting, Step 3 —reviewing and correcting, Step 4 —improving the curriculum materials, Step 5 — producing
the curriculum materials, and Step 6 — curriculum trying out.

2. As the aspect of the study of the curriculum implementation, it was revealed that

2.1 The aspect of knowledge competency among teachers after the training was significantly

higher than before at the level of 0.5
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2.2. The levels of teachers’ opinions towards the curriculum for strengthening teachers’ com-

petencies on English teaching based on Content and Language Integrated Learning Approach(CLIL) were

at the highest and high levels in all items. The total means score level was 4.55. When comparing among

each of the items evaluated, it was found that the first highest levels was the aspect of participating in the

training was essential for English teacher professional development. The second order which was at the

highest level was the aspect of gaining benefits and experiences in designing English learning activities.

For the third order, there were 3 items that were equal in mean scores namely, the appropriateness of

the contents which were essential for teachers of English, the training activities was clear and helped the

teachers understand how to design learning activities and the variety of activities can be implemented.

The mean scores of those are 4.81, 4.71 and 4.62 respectively.
