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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research was 1) to develop English learning activities using folk activities
and Communicative Language Teaching Approach 2) to develop English listening and speaking skills of
Prathomsuksa VI students using folk activities 3) to investigate the students *opinions about the instructions
concerning the English listening and speaking skills using folk activities

The target group consisted of 30 students in Phatomsuksa VI at Udompat Phoenix Patronage School
under the office of Khon Kaen Educational service area 4, during the second semester of 2009 academic
year. The research tools were classified into 3 types: 1. the experimental tools which were 18 lesson plans
2. the reflecting tools which were the teacher’s note on teaching experience, the teaching observation form,
the student interview form and the students’ opinions questionnaires about instructional activities using
folk activities 3. the summative evaluation tools which were the test behind the action spirals and English
listening and speaking skills test.

The students employed action research procedure comprising of three action spirals. The collected
data were analyzed by means of percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation. Results of analysis were
presented in a descriptive report.

The findings ;

1. The development of English listening and speaking skills using folk activities in 4 step
Communicative Language 1) the introduction by activating the basic knowledge led to topic with pictures,
games ;songs and tale 2) the instruction procedure which consist of three steps - presentation by using folk
activities — practice by conversations folk activities — production : let student use listening and speaking
skills by role play 3) the conclusion : Students make conclusion by themselves 4) the evaluation: to evaluate
from exercises and learning achievement.

2. The result of developing English listening and speaking skills of Prathomsuksa VI students
using folk activities was 83.33 % and a success rate at 75.22 which was higher than the prescribed learning
criterion of 70 %.

3. The students’ opinions about instructions using folk activities were 4.19, they approved the

activities.
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
