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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to examine the level of students’ moral at primary
schools in the northeast region of Thailand, 2) to investigate multi-level factors that affected students’
moral development, and 3) to establish a policy for students’ moral development based on a multi-level
database. The research was conducted in two phases: Firstly, an analysis of variables that influenced
the development of students’ moral was conducted. The samples for this first phase were 90 primary
schools in the northeast region of Thailand. Obtained by multistage random sampling, 1,385 key
informants involved 90 school administrators and teachers, a total of 180, and 1,205 students.
The research instruments were two sets of questionnaire for school administrators and students with
a reliability of 0.98 and 0.97 respectively. The statistical methods of analysis used were mean, standard
deviation, correlation coefficient of Pearson and using a software program HLM?7. The second phase
investigated a policy for students’ moral development, and was developed through the following
stages: 1) preparation, 2) policy development, and 3) a proposed policy evaluation.

The findings of the research were as follows:

1. The moral of primary school students in the Northeast region of Thailand, as a whole,
was at a high level in terms of frugality, integrity, and discipline.

2. The multi-Level factors affecting the students’ moral development at the primary schools
in the Northeast region of Thailand were identified at two levels, student and school. At the student
level the factors were identified as: 1) future orientation, 2) democratic rearing practices, 3) relationship
between student and friends, and 4) parents’ support for students’ learning. At the school level, the
moral development activities had positive influences on the students’ moral development. On the
other hand, the school environmental management had negative influences on the students’ moral
development.

3. The proposed policy for students’ moral development at primary schools in the Northeast
region of Thailand involved five aspects: future orientation development, good relationship between
student and friends, promoting enhanced parenting in democratic rearing practices, parents’ support
for students’ learning, improving school activities to promote students’ moral development. The proposed
policy was confirmed by expert reviews in terms of congruence, appropriateness, feasibility, and
benefit at the highest level.
