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The Development of Reading Comprehension Ability for Grade 11 Students
Using Directed Reading — Thinking Activity (DR-TA)
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to develop English language reading comprehension ability
for Grade 11 students using Directed Reading — Thinking Activity (DR-TA) which was required to be not
less than 70% and 70% or higher of students could pass the test and 2) to study the students’ satisfaction
in developing English language reading comprehension ability using Directed Reading — Thinking Activity
(DR-TA) . The target group was 40 students of Grade 11, class 5/4, second semester in academic year 2012
at Chiang Yuen Pittayakom School, the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 26. Action research was
applied in this study. The research instruments were 1) 12 lesson plans based on Directed Reading — Thinking
Activity , 2) a teacher’s teaching behavior observation form, 3) a student learning behavior observation form,
4) tests of each spiral, 5) English language reading comprehension tests and 6) the satisfaction questionnaire
in developing English language reading comprehension ability using Directed Reading — Thinking Activity
(DR-TA). Statistics in this research were percentage, mean and standard division. Qualitative data was
analyzed by using content analysis.

The finding were as follows : 1) The development of English language reading comprehension ability
for grade 11 students using Directed Reading — Thinking Activity (DR-TA) using action research process
showed that the students’ mean score of English language reading comprehension ability was 78 percent,
which was higher than the criteria of 70 percent. Likewise, 35 students or 87.50 percent passed the criteria
of 70 percent. 2) The students’ satisfaction of developing English language reading comprehension ability

using Directed Reading — Thinking Activity (DR-TA) was 4.79 which is at a very good level.
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
