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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) compare pretests and posttests of English

critical reading ability, and 2) explore the opinions of English major students at the Faculty of

Education toward the use of reading strategies to enhance critical reading ability in a blended

learning environment. Eighteen third year English major students at the Faculty of Education

at Chulalongkorn University who enrolled the course 2725367 English Critical Reading in

academic year 2015 were the participants. The study was a single group design using

quantitative and qualitative methods. It took 16 weeks for data collection.

The findings revealed that: 1) the students gained significantly higher scores for

critical reading ability after the instruction (alpha = 0.05); and 2) the results of studentsû

opinions showed that the four reading strategies, namely previewing, questioning, clarifying,

and summarizing, helped them understand critical reading texts and enhance studentsû

critical reading ability. They agreed that the blended learning environment supported their

English critical reading skills in several aspects; for example, it provided useful online tools

which facilitated brainstorming and the group assignment working process. It also provided

adequate samples, rapid feedback and time flexibility.
