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Abstract

Elementary education is the level of education that is important to develop learners
as good citizens for potential in the future. Instruction at this level is integrated to develop
knowledge, skills, abilities, attitudes, attributes, and an essential basis for learners to continue
learning at a higher level and life-long learning. Instruction at elementary education level
relate to the principles and rationale of elementary education management at the international
level, and this has been apparent for more than forty years since the elementary school
curriculum in BE 2521. Later, the curriculum was changed to emphasize different learning
areas throughout the past fifteen years; thus, there have been discrepancies in the philosophy,
concepts, and principles of elementary education which affect teacher training institutes.
Also, the institutes related to teachers have neglected the importance of elementary school
teachers’ training to teach in elementary schools. However, at present, the concerned
persons have realized the importance of the training and development of elementary school
teachers. This is evidenced by the filling of the posts of elementary school teachers, and the
institute of education has increased the elementary education programs. It is time for the
elementary education educators to collaborate with the others to develop present and future
learners to enter the changing 21st century and Thailand 4.0 with its aim for more generative
learning and living. The most important persons who impact a successful instructional achievement
at this level are elementary school teachers. Elementary school teachers have to provide an
instructional system design by applying pedagogy of elementary education which has a
foundation of thought and making decisions. For the instruction to achieve this purpose and
mission, the instructional system design consists of the analyze phase, design phase, develop
phase, implement phase and evaluate phase. These result in the quality of the efficient model
of teaching and entire learning units for applying to improve the learners’ quality, innovation

of elementary school teachers’ class and to create learning innovations for society.
