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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) study social and cultural
perceptions in the Asian countries of students; 2) study the relationship
between society and culture in Asian countries with the interpretation of
students; 3) study the factors affecting the interpretation of society and culture
in Asian countries. This research employed the mixed method. Sampling was
done on 400 students of a private university in Thailand. The anonymous
questionnaires comprised fifty-six items on five-point Likert scales and an
interview test of 8 items. The data received were calculated and analyzed
using descriptive statistics (frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation) and inferential statistics ANOVA and Multiple Regression Analysis

(MRA). The researchers used computer program to analyzed data.

The results of the study showed that the sample perceived Asian
society and culture at a high level and that society and culture in Asian
countries was related with the interpretation of students, and the multiple
regression analysis results revealed the students interpretation were: tourist
attraction with a beta coefficient of .314, dress with a beta coefficient of .156,
tradition with a beta coefficient of .144, religion with a beta coefficient of .108,
performing arts with a beta coefficient of .104 and food with a beta coefficient
of .101 respectively at a .01 significance level. These research results can be
used to develop every student for the knowledge for the perceived identities

of society and culture in Asian countries.
