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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) compare students’ understanding of Thai grammatical
concepts before and after the implementation of gamification and peer techniques, and 2) compare the
students’ learning engagement before and after using gamification and peer teaching techniques. The
sample of this research was comprised of 30 Matthayomsuksa 1. The research instruments were a Thai
grammatical concept test and a student learning engagement questionnaire. The statistical analyses
employed in this study were mean (M), standard deviation (SD), and dependent sample t-test. The results
of this research were as follows: 1) The understanding of Thai grammatical concepts of Matthayomsuksa
1students was higher after the implementation of gamification and peer teaching techniques at the .05
level of significance, and 2) The Matthayomsuksa 1 students’ level of learning engagement was also higher

after gamification and peer teaching techniques were used at the .05 level of significance.
