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A Transition Between Kindergarten and Elementary Grade
Classrooms: An Important Step of Elementary School
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Abstract

Moving to a formal school is a normal change occurring to every child. This step
is determined as a crucial experience for children to learn and adjust themselves in order
to overcome change. This change can be called a “transition.” There are three types of
transitions that every young child must experience: (1) a transition from home to day care/
kindergarten school, (2) a transition from kindergarten school to elementary school, and

(3) a transition from elementary school to middle/secondary school. The purposes of this
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article are to describe the importance of a transition between kindergarten school and

elementary school and to present practical guidelines for elementary school teachers to

educate children during the transition. When children move into the transition, there will be

a number of changes that occur as a result of internal and external factors. The children

may not pass through the transition easily due to their limited development. It is the role

of teachers, parents, and others who are related to the children to support and facilitate

the children’s adjustment.
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
