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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to develop and to examine a causal relationship
model of career success of private vocational school administrators. The sample, derived
by means of multi-stage random'sampling, consisted of 227 private vocational-school
administrators, which-is. 79.65 percent of the sample size. There were six latent variables
namely, Biosocial of Administrator, Self-esteem, Adversity quotient; Job satisfaction, Career
commitment and Career success. The research instrument was a questionnaire on the
six latent variables. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics, SPSS and LISREL 8.80
were used to develop and validate the causal refationship model.

The results of the research were that the adjusted model was consistent with empiri-
cal data. Goodness of fit measures-were found to be: x =130.32, df =113, p=0.12673
CFl = 0.997, RMSEA =0.026, GFl = 0.94 and AGFI = 0.91. The variables in adjusted
model-accounted for 57 percent of the variance in career success of private vocational
school administrators. Variables possessing a statistically significant direct effect on career
success of private vocational school administrators by ranking were 1) Adversity quotient,
2) Self - esteem and 3) Job satisfaction, respectively. Variables possessing a indirect effect
on career success of private vocational school administrators were
1) Adversity quotient 2) Job satisfaction affecting career commitment and 3) Self - esteem
affecting Job Satisfaction. The Relative X was 1.15 which was less than 2, this indicated
that the adjusted model of career success of private vocational school administrators fit-
ted with empirical data.
