The objectives of this research were
to study and develop a model of internal
supervision in basic educational institutions. The
research procedures consisted of 4 steps as
follows: 1) To find basic needs in supervision of
teachers; 2) To design a model of internal
supervision in basic educational institutions;
3) To verify quality of model of internal
supervision in basic educational institutions; and
4) To implement and present amodel of internal
supervision in basic educational institutions and
evaluate the result. The sample was school
principals and teachers under the Offices of
Trat Educational Service Area selected by

purposive sampling technique. Sources of data
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included: 1) Questionnatives for need of internal
supervision; 2) Evaluation model of internal
supervision in basic educational institutions; 3)
Questionnaire for efficiency testing of internal
supervision model in basic educational
institutions. The experiment design was one
group posttest only design. Data analysis was
undertaken by means of document analysis,
Items- Objective Congruence Index, and
descriptive statistics.

The major findings were direct
assistance, group development, professional
development, curriculum developmént andaction
research. Direct assistance [ consisted “of 1)
planning wifh Acachers; 2) g[;arﬁéipatmg with
teachers; 3) collecting the results and support;
4) (analysis the\ outcome of supporting; and 5)
simmarize the process of assistance. Group
development consisted of teachers’ ability
development of 1) finding <knowledge and
experiences; 2) creating discipline \in\ leah'ling;
3) cooperating indefining problems; 4) solving
the problems; and 5) creating: job satisfaction,
reinforcernent\ and morale. Professional
dcvelopmént consisted of 1) surveying teachers’
n¢ed of teaching techniques; 2) developing of
child centered teaching technique; 3) seminar
on the result of teaching; and 4) developing of
teaching spirit. Curriculum development
consisted of 1) preparing curriculum
performance; 2) desinning school curriculum; 3)
planning curriculum implementation; 4)

curriculum administration; 5) supervising and

evaluating; 6) summarizing curriculum
administration ; and 7) improving of curriculum
administration. Action research consisted of 1)
setting research objectives; 2) setting research
methodology; 3) collecting data; 4) anal's?zihg

data; and 5) summarizing and writing\a ‘teport.
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
