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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to determine and to compare the level and the relation
between proactive administrator’s leadership and student quality in school under the Office of
Yasothon Educational Service Area, as classified by administrator’s personality and education
level, as well as to study the variables on proactive leadership factors that can predict all aspects
of the student’s quality in school. The sample consisted of 355 teachers. The instrument used for
the study was a set of four-rating scale questionnaire. The statistical devices used in analyzing
the data included mean, standard deviation, t-test, one way ANOVA, Pearson product-moment
correlation coefficient and Stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. Proactive administrator’s leadership and student’s quality were rated at a high level.

2. Proactive administrator’s leadership and student’s quality, as classified by
administrator’s personality and school type were found significantly difference at .05 level.

3. There was positive relationship between proactive administrator’s leadership and
student’s quality with statistical significance at .05 level

4. According to the best prediction equation, it indicated that proactive leadership of
the imagination (X2) and conscious (X3) could be used as the predictors for student’s quality
in school as a whole at 19.3 percent with statistical significance at .05 level The raw data
predicable eﬁuation could be written as follows:
