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Abstract

This research study aims to study 1. the concept of and the role of middle
power states in the international arena; 2. the role of Australia as a middle
power state in implementing foreign aid policy that Australia provided to the
South Pacific and the Southeast Asia region during 1991-2018. This research
employs qualitative research method to study; types of data collection are from
the Australian government reports, policy statement, relevant document and
memoir, the exiting research papers, key performants’ interviewing videos from
news and conferences. All data had been chronologically analysed by adopting
a technique of content analysis. The result of this study shows that Australia
successfully preserved its middle power position during 1991 - 2018 due to
the influence of internal and external factors. Within five objectives of foreign
aid, Australia had realised that creating strong allies and close relationships
with regional partners in both South Pacific and the Southeast Asia. This can

lead Australia to preserve its leadership role within the region.
