The life according to Paticcasamuppada in Theravada Buddhist

The life’s process, activity, life’s development, those things have or rise by
cause and condition. Therefore, cause and conditions is most important main
for making the life get into that we want. So development of human
according to

Paticcasamuppada in Theravada Buddhist Philosophy must take
charge with cause and conditions, to make condition for things that we wish.
If we wish to be robber, we must make condition for robber. If we wish to be
Holyman, politician, or Pra arahanta etc. must make condition for those things.
However, those conditions have two main, the first is conditional inside and
the second is conditional outside which Buddhist philosophy called that

Paratoghosa (hearing or learning from others), Yonisomanasikara (analytical
reflection), Kalayanaamitta (having good friend), Papamitta (to have evil
friends) etc. but all these conditions do not rise by chance, they rise to be
chain

We can observe the life’s process two view, something is similarity,

but something is difference such as: the cause and the conditions, Mechanist
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and Buddhist together believe. So development according to two view stress
them, but mechanist could see only physical or outside, they cannot see inside
mind or immaterial. Therefore, the life’s development has some difference.
Mechanists only develop condition that to be outside or material, but Buddhist

philosophy develop condition that to be outside and inside.
