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Abstract

This research aimed to develop the essential basic skills for learning
English of the first year students, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University,
Chiang Mai campus and to investigate factors leading to their development.
The target group consisted of 34 first year English major students. The data
collection was conducted using the course book with five chapters, the formative
tests after finishing each lesson, and the pretest-posttest. The data analysis
consisted of t-test, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The results of this study were as follows 1. the students developed
the essential basic skills for learning English at the satisfactoriness level- their
average scores after learning at 16.09 (53.6%) are higher than their average
scores before learning at 4.12 (13.78%) and 2. the factors leading to their
development were external and intrinsic motivations, the appropriate
selection of instruction patterns, and the roles of the teacher for choosing the
appropriate instruction patterns, creating good relationship between teacher
and students, and setting the learning criteria to develop students’ motivations

until they have achieved the learning target.
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
