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Abstract

This research is to study the results of teaching past tenses through
learning centers, focussing on students’ centers in order to solve uninteresting
lesson and to understand English past tenses easier for first year monk students
enrolling English | course, first semester 2014 of Mahachulalongkornrajavidya-
laya University, Chiang Mai campus.

Quasi-experimental study was used for this research. The monk
students were divided into two groups :-

Controlled group (22 monk students) was mainly taught by listening
to the lecturer and experimented group (23 monk students) was taught through
learning centers i.e. listening center, speaking center, reading center and writing
center.

The results of the study found that comparing pre-test and post-test
between teaching through learning centers and listening to the lecturer by
dependent sample t-test analysis was statistically significant at p-value < 0.01;
Whereas, comparing pre-test and post-test between teaching through learning
centers and listening to the lecturer by independent sample t-test analysis was
statistically insignificant at p-value = .118. Furthermore, it also found that 54.5
% of the monk students liked learning past tenses through learning centers in
the high level and 31.8% of them liked it in the highest level. Out of four cen-
ters, they liked reading center most, 63%, and then speaking center,  45.5 %.

These might be concluded that teaching through learning center can
improve the monk students in learning past tenses as learning taught by the

lecturer in the regular class and they also learned with fun.
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
