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Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1) to study the history of “Phi
Talok’s Ceremonial Tradition”of Thai-Yuan people in Tha Pla District, Uttaradit
Province, 2) to analyze Buddhadhamma Principles appeared in “Phi Talok
Ceremonial Tradition” of Thai-Yuan people in Tha Pla District. Uttaradit Province,
and 3) to analyze the value of “Phi Talok Ceremonial Tradition” of Thai Yuan
people in Thapla District, Uttaradit Province. This is a qualitative research study

of a sample population of 3 groups, 27 people per group.
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There are three objectives of this dissertation: 1) “Phi Talok’s
Ceremonial Tradition” of Thai-Yuan people in Tha Pla District, Uttaradit Province
had a long history over a hundred years. It was a tradition associated with
animism. Its main objectives were: 1) to communicate beliefs about karmic
principles and to worship ancestors, 2) to participate in the Naga procession and
Mahajataka Desana, 3) to have fun and be an incentive to participate in the
merit-making in ordination and Buddhist Lent ceremony, and 4) to raise
donation in merit-making of Mahajataka Desana and Buddhist Lent ceremony.
These were traditions created to fulfill spiritual desires. It was like a tool to help
achieve mental objectives, develop and change with the times amidst cultural,
social, economic and political environments. 2) In doing so, it required analysis
to understand the real essence of Buddhism in order to apply in the
development of quality of life and society rather than watching for fun.
Analyzing Buddhadhamma with “Phi Talok’s Ceremonial Tradition”, it was found
that it was a combination of many concepts or the concept of ghosts according
to the old beliefs, the concept of astrology and superstition including the
application of new inventions to accompany the parade creatively until being
a traditional innovation. A hidden value was embedded in the form of abstract
that could be accessed by analyzing the principles of Buddhadhamma
manifested through “Phi Talok’s Ceremonial Tradition”, which included
gratitude, and rebirth (Sa§saracakka), the Five Groups of Existence, Deva,
Saddha, Saigahavatthu, Garavata, Saraddyadhamma, Upadana, and
Aparihaniyadhamma. 3) For values of “Phi Talok’s Ceremonial Tradition” of Thai
Yuan people in Tha Pla District, it was found that Buddhism had a secular vision
that life must be carried out according to the vision of the world with Kamaguda
as a base for secular results. It was a temporary effects and occurrence. In
addition, Buddhism had effective domain where lives must go on for exquisite
happiness which must be released from Kamaguda to have a happy world

effect. The value “Phi Talok’s Ceremonial Tradition” could be seen in five

aspects: 1) belief and mind, causing happiness and joy, 2) culture and tradition,
contributing to the preservation and promotion of traditions to bring about the
stability of cultural traditions, 3) society and governance, creating love, faith,
unity, and order in society, 4) economy, causing generosity, sharing and
generating income in the society, and 5) education, creating new knowledge
and ideas in new dimensions to apply in the development of one’s own life and

society.
