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Abstract

This research article aims to study the general concepts and theo-
ries of interpretation, to develop the philosophical interpretation in the Dhamma-
pada-atthtthkatha, and to present the model of philosophical interpretation in the
Dhammapada-atthtthkatha. There is a qualitative research. The data are collected
from the Tipitaka, commentary, literatures, and articles related to the concepts of
interpretation. After collected the data, there are performed by typological analysis
and descriptive analysis of phenomena appearing in the scriptures.

The research results are as follows: 1) the study of concepts and theories
of interpretation: concepts of interpretation in the West consist of theology, social
philosophy, and existentialism. For the theories of interpretation consist of religious
hermeneutics and general hermeneutics. The concepts of interpretation in Ther-
avada Buddhist philosophy are classified in the following: definition, expansion,
explanation, decision. For the theories of interpretation in Buddhist philosophy,
there are an interactionism. 2) The development of philosophical interpretation
is found into two important concepts: (1) concept of interpretation as Buddha’s
proverb (Buddhabhasita) appeared in story of Dhammika-Upasaka and (2) concept
of interpretation as Buddhist guideline text (Nettipakarana) appeared in story of the
Brahmin named Jilekasataka. 3) The presentation of the philosophical interpreta-
tive model is found that (1) interpretation as Buddha’s proverb (Buddhabhasita)
based on DEED Concept and (2) interpretation as Buddhist guideline text (Netti-
pakarana), especially in accordance with principles of Desanahara and Vijayahara,
both of Haravibhangavara mode. The body of knowledge is (1) the interpretation

as Buddha’s proverb (Buddhabhasita) which emphasized on progression, context,
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the DEED Concept, and exposition in terms of persons, and (2) the interpretation as
Buddhist guideline text (Nettipakarana) which emphasized on conservatism, text,

the Noble Truths, and exposition in terms of ideas.
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
