Abstract
The thesis entitled ‘An Application of Buddha Dhamma in Activities
Supporting the Elders Health in LampangBoromrajonani College’ consists

of 3 objectives as: 1) to study of health concept, 2) to explore the principle
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of Buddha Dhamma in the activity of health promotion and 3) to study of the
application of Buddha Dhamma towards the elders’ activity health
promotion of the LampangBoromrajonani College.

The result revealed that the health concept refers to the human
healthcare. All human beings always take care and attend of their own health
and provide to be straightened in 4 ways as: physically, mentally, socially and
intellectually. Health is essential to human life and its results to the happiness
in life. This study has shown the truth that ‘Heath is wealth’ of human life.
Although at present there are technologies, including medical techniques are
developed in advanced, If ones lack of a good healthcare then it would affect
their quality of life.

The Buddhist doctrines for health promotion can be classified
as listen to the sermon and the application of the Threefold Trainings viz. Morality,
concentration and wisdom. The act of offering alms food to the Buddhist
monks on the celebration of a festival is the application of Pufifiakiriyavatthu
or bases of meritorious action: meritorious action consisting in giving, in observing
the precepts and in mental development. The activity of chanting Sutta is
considered as an application of Iddhipada or the path of accomplishment:
Chanda: aspiration, Viriya: energy, Citta: thoughtfulness and Vimamsa:
investigation. The activity concerning of physical exercise is denotedto the
developing the Four Foundation Mindfulness: Kayanupassana: contemplation
of the body, Vedananupassana: feeling, Cittaanupassana: mind and
Dhammanupassana: mind- objects. The principle of Safigahavatthu or the
bases of social solidarity; Dana: giving, Piyavaca: kindly speech, Atthacariya:
useful conduct and Samanattata: even and equal treatment are practiced of
the outdoor activity. The Buddhist doctrines that were mentioned above have
been applied in the elders’s health promotion and its results were satisfied.

The application of Buddha Dhamma in activities supporting the

elder’s health in the LampangBoromrajonani College, it was begun by

Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Chiang Mai Campus
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developing in body, mind, wisdom and social in line with the Buddhist
doctrines. The development as the above mention can create the self
discipline, knowing how to associate with people based on nonviolence and
behave oneself beneficial to society. In addition, they have shared the loving
kindness to others and have a responsibility. However, the center of health
promotion has provided many activities for members, not only the activity
concerning health promotion, but also the activity relating to the happiness of
the members. The activities were provided by the ability or skill of members
as: the religious activity, physical exercise, visiting the elders or the patients in
various places. When the Buddhist doctrines were applied to the members, it
made the satisfaction to them. They have assisted towards various activities
with pleasure and readiness. As a result, the elders in the health promotion
center of the LampangBoromrajonani College have the sound mind and sound

body and ready to lead all members to develop a good health.

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ABSTRACT
The independent Study entitled, “Factor Effecting Monks’ Role in
Promoting Health through Herbal Treatment : A Case Study of Buddhist Monks
in Amphoe Mueang, Changwat Chiang Mai”, was aimed at studying the factors
effecting the monks’ role in promoting health through herbal treatment in
Amphoe Mueang, Changwat Chiang Mai.
The study is a qualitative research. Its data were collected through
in-depth interview, and from studying various documents regarding (1)
monks’ role in giving medical treatment to community, which faded off for a

period of times, (2) monks’ former role as the community leader, which now
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decreased considerably and those coming for medical treatment disappeared
due to monastic disciplinary rules and the state law curbing those coming for
traditional medication, (3) monks’ outstanding role in dealing with community
development by providing people with religious teachings and education, (4)
an opportunity for traditional Thai medical treatment was granted again by
the Department of Traditional Thai Medicine Development and the support
of Buddhist herbs garden by the Sangha Organization, resulting in the monks
having a chance to educate themselves and lay people in taking care of their
health with medicinal plants.

The results of the study showed the factors effecting monks’ role
in Amphoe Mueang, Changwat Chiang Mai in negative aspect was that the
government sector gave full improvement and support to the modern
medicine, and at the same time did not give significance to traditional medical
practitioners, both monks and laypeople, who used to give medical treatment
to the people since early times. Moreover, the government enacted law to
protect consumers limiting traditional doctors’ practice as well. Additionally,
the Sangha organization had the constraints from monastic disciplinary
rules, which were consistent with the state decree controlling the Sangha
not to perform medical practice as in the past, which led to temporary
suspension of the traditional Thai medicine or medical treatment performed
by village medical practitioners as they were considered as quack doctors.

However, the monks’ role in curing diseases for people, disappeared
for a period of time, has now been revived. The monks have returned to
promote health with medicinal plants because the government has realized
the significance and necessity of medicinal plants, and consequently gave
the monks opportunity to have higher education and develop themselves.
So the monks participated in disseminating the knowledge on health
care to people, which was consistent with the national strategy regarding
the B.E. 2007-2011 development of Tai wisdom and Tai health, aimed

at pushing the Tai health to be one of the national main health cares. At
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the same time, local people were supported to create their potentials in
conserving, developing and protecting the Thai wisdom. Additionally, the

The research entitled “Factors Affecting to the Success of the
Moral Teaching Monk in the School: A Case Study of the Office of Chiang
Mai Educational Zone 2” consists of 2 objectives as 1) to study the role of
moral teaching monks in schools under the Office of Chiang Mai Educational
Zone 2 and 2) to study the factors affecting to the success of monks teaching
morality in schools under the Office of Chiang Mai Educational Zone 2.

The results of the research revealed that recent advances in prenatal
testing technology have made for a diagnosis of genetic disorders and fetal
anormality.

Object in Vipassana: A Case Study of the Five Hindrances as Appeared in
Tipitaka’” aims to study the meanings, kinds and the nature ofthe Observation
Objectin Nivaranaor Hindrancesand the way to eliminate them.

The result revealed that the Nivaraa or Five Hindrances are considered
as the Observation Objects in Vipassana, they are Kamachanda or sensual
desire, Byapada or illwill, Thinamiddha or sloth and torpor,Uddhaccakukkucca
or distraction and remorse and Vicikiccha or doubt.

The path to eliminate the Observation Objects, a person needs
to practice the insight meditation or Vipassana in line with Satipahana or
the Four Foundationsof Mindfulness. The path to determine Nivaranaor
Hindrance, when it is occurred; one should acknowledge in it. The nature of

Nivaranashould be realized as merely the mentality by practitioners. These
mentalities are called Pahatabba-dhamma: things to be abandoned by
practitioners. Therefore, the practitioners need to consider on
Yonisomanasikara or properattention of Nivarana as the natural condition:

materiality and immateriality. When the present feeling is realized by the
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practitioners, they will know the rising and falling of the Three Characteristics

byVipassana: insight-knowledge.

Abstract

This research aims to study the problems and the roles of the monks
on temples’ administration by using good governance in the area of Ban Hong
District, Lamphun Province with the district ecclesiastical heads, the deputy
head, the sub-district head, the abbots and the monks in Ban Hong District,
Lamphun Province which covers 6 districts and, 51 temples. The statistical
analysis used in the study is percentage, frequency, mean and standard deviation
and is presented in table and description. The result of the study reveals as
the follows:

The district heads, the deputy heads, the sub-district heads, the
abbots, the deputy abbots and the regular monks have problems in
administrating the temples by using the good governance in the low level
and medium level. It is assumed that in the present the good governance has
gain interest in a wide range. Both the government organization and private
organization have seen it as an important priority and apply the doctrine in their
administration to make the most efficient administration for the citizens, aiming

to be free from the control and let the executives reach the goal.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis is to study relationship system among
Hmong peoples and relationship system of Sangha of monks in Buddhism, and
compare relationship system of those two groups. The study revealed that

The relationship system among Hmong peoples is a process of social
organization by using belief, tradition, rites, and culture as the tool to make
relationship among peoples in the group. Hmong peoples gave precedence to
descent system mainly via the blood of father. To count relative relationship,
it is done backward to father and grandfather respectively. So, the man was
descended from father and the woman changed her surname to be the one
of her husband after marriage. Therefore, all Hmong men with the same
surname are brothers. Besides being a kind of blood system by being descended
from father and mother and by marrying, it also was inherited via culture of
relative identity created by leaders and rite leader. Establishment of relative
relationship is to enlighten peoples in the society to support each other and
have self-support, build unity, and control deviated behavior of members in
the society to be in the (Imagined Community) and also strengthen unity of
Hmong ethnic group.

Relationship system of monks is in the frame of discipline as the
provision of co-living of group members. The Sangha society had evolution
consecutively, where expansion of number of members in the monk society
is the main factor. When number of members in the monk organization was
increased, the Buddha regulated more discipline as the rule and regulation
for co-living orderly, supporting practice of members in the same direction,
organizing relationship system according to basic structure of social gathering
of human. Preliminarily, the Buddha regulated social rules with intention to

have members in the Sangha had appropriate principle for living; study, earning
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living, administration, formal acts (Sangha Kamma) so that the monk would be
educated to reach the Buddhism goal, where the discipline (Precept), code of
practice and doctrine for practice are the principle for living. The social process
of monk gave precedence to right of participation in activities and benefits of
group thoroughly and equally, good feeling to one another, respecting one
another, living with unanimity, order and tidiness, harmony, treating to one
another with supporting mainly, physical, verbal, and thinking freedom. These
are the social group plentiful with dharma in living.

From study on and comparison between relationship systems of
those two groups, that is, Hmong peoples and Sangha in Buddhism, they
revealed theoretical idea and practice method of relationship system of those
two groups as follow: Those relationships systems of those two group had
different social environment and culture and also different factor causing
gathering and process of social structure, that is, the theoretical idea and
practice method of Hmong peoples gave precedence to belief, customs,
tradition, and rite via the process of inheriting from their ancestor as their own
culture. The Sangha gave precedence to the provision of discipline as the rule
and regulation for members in the group and tradition or culture for practice
of the group. By the way, the goal of relationship system of those two group is

to make peacefulness, brotherhood, and unity for all members in the society.

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Abstract

The purposes of an academic article on “The comparative study on
belief in marriage ritual of Akha and Lanna Buddhists” It is on the purpose to
study and to compare between Akha’s marriage ritual belief and Lanna Buddhists’
marriage ritual belief by using quantitative data and qualitative data such like
observation, intensive interview from expert and relative person. We also use
the academicals manner to conclude and to represent the result by descriptive
conclusion. The result is following.

Mate selection both tribes are mostly depended on their satisfaction.
Especially their mate has to be good person, not to involve in any allurement
which can ruin because they believe that they can make themselves constantly
after the marriage. Akha doesn’t like to choose their mate such like the youngest
child of the family and unlikely chose their mate whom is the same family or
different tribe. Lanna Buddhists only the high-class society, their parents often
involve in their mate selection’s decision. For flirting both tribes usually uses
the music instrument for communication and also uses the cell phone. The
flirting is prohibited in house for Mae Jun Tai Akha because they believe that

their ancestor soul will punish them consequently they have specific place for
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flirting that is community’s yard. Lanna Buddhists often use their bride house
and their temple during the fair. And they are no infringing because it is wrong
for their grandparents’ soul. For making marriage proposal, Mae Jun Tai Akha
will compose only their friends or their male cousin. On the marriage proposal
day, The groom’s side will give white liqueur to their bride’s father but Lanna
Buddhists the person who do the job on purpose doesn’t matter whatever
male or female but needs to be creditable person because it can be accepted
from the bride’s side. For Lanna Buddhists , when the marriage proposal is
done, they will have the “soul-left” ritual as the acceptable engagement.
Before the marriage , Lanna Buddhists have no bridal house because they are

afraid of mystery that can break apart the spouse so they can’t get married.
