The painted
stories were about the stories about Buddhism, story of the Buddha, and var-
ious Jatakas. They were beautifully and lively painted with fresco painting.
It is considered as a model that contributes to the Dvaravati’s Arts. 2) In the
Mural Paintings of the Lai Kham Vihara, the paintings took up the space of all
walls except the main wall behide the Buddha statute. Thae are gilded with
the gold patterns that had been influenced by Chinese style. The painting sto-
ries are Sang Thong and Suvanna Hong. The Sang Thong was painted on the
left hand wall of the Buddha Statue, while the Suvanna Hong was painted on
the right hand wall of the Buddha Statue. 3) The Mural Paintings of Lai Kham
Vihara, Wat Phra Singh Varamahavihara contained of 6 values; (1) the
historical value (2) the artistic value (3) the morale value (4) the beauty value (5)

the Buddhist literary value and (6) the social, cultural, artistic and traditional values.
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Abstract
This research is of three objectives: 1) to examine the concept of
cosmology in Buddhism, 2) to investigate the concept of temple planning
in Lan Na, 3) to analyze the concept of cosmology that appeared in the
layout of temples in Lan Na.

3) The view that civil temple planning
in Lan Na may make use of the principles of the Triple Gem for temple layouts
that present the symbolic meaning of the temple’s elements: the Vihara

referring to the Buddha; the monastery library signifying to the Buddhist
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Doctrines or Dhamma; and the monks’ cell characterizing to the Sangha
Community. However, as a principle, the layouts of both kinds of temple,
royal and civil, still stress the importance of the Stupa and Vihara, attaching

greater importance to the Buddha than the Dhamma and the Sangha.

Most people struggle with their desires, which bring
their minds full of suffering, suffering, carelessness, indulgence, craving for
chaos, anxiety, fear, boredom, sadness, and discouragement can cause
some people to commit suicide because they cannot solve the problem.
The mind is therefore in a distressed state, also known as “mental illness.”

This disease has a similar reaction with stress caused in ordinary people
who may produce anxiety together with psychological symptoms. But the
emotional reactions of people with bipolar disorder will last longer than
normal until they eventually get worse.

came from individual factors, social environment, situations, and cultural
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beliefs, which affected themselves, families, and societies. 3)The guidelines
for applying Buddhist principles to prevent and solve violent behaviors
were organizing an orientation to instill morals and ethics into freshmen,
incorporating Buddhist principles into general education courses, inserting
basic moral principles in all subjects, adapting teaching styles that incorporate
Buddhist principles regarding age and circumstances, and organizing
co-curricular activities that focus on human development and preparation for
future working life. Furthermore, the university should determine apparent

policies and activities to achieve greater efficiency.

The research results were found that the problems of reconciliation
conflict management with mediation classified following the variables were
different with no statistically significant vale at.05. The effectiveness of

reconciliation conflict management with the mediation was overall in the high
level (; =4.03,S.D = 0.287). ltems were classified from high to levels, i.e. the
service process and step at the highest level (* = 4.30, S.D. = 0.234), the service

at the high level (¥ = 3.98, S.D. = 0.290), and the operation at the high level (¥
=3.81,S.D.=0.448).

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to compare the students’ reading
comprehension ability before and after the implementation of the Quizizz
application and to explore the students’ opinions about the implementation
of the Quizizz application to enhance their reading comprehension ability. The
population was 276 Mathayomsuksa 2 students who enrolled in the course
of Supplementary English (E22201) in the first semester of the 2021 academic
year at Dara Academy, Chiang Mai, Thailand. The sample group consisted of 46
Mathayomsuksa 2/6 students obtained by applying the cluster sampling method.
The research instruments used were the lesson plans, the pre-and post-test
English reading comprehension, and a questionnaire. Statistical methods for
data analysis included mean (X), percentage, standard deviation (S.D.), and
the paired sample t-test. The results revealed the implementation of the
Quizizz application enhanced the students’ reading comprehension ability.
The average of the post-test score result was significantly higher than the average
of the pre-test score at a level of .05. The students had an overwhelmingly
positive opinion of the implementation of this instructional application. They
found reading comprehension class with the implementation of the Quizizz
application enjoyable, and they viewed that the use of the Quizizz application

enabled them to understand and learn systematically.
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Introduction

Due to the differences in linguistic aspects between English and
Thai languages, students have encountered difficulties learning English, both
at school and university levels. Moreover, under-qualified teachers, large class
sizes, and the lack of exposure to an English-using environment are considered
language barriers for the Thai educational system to overcome (Noom-ura,
2013:139-147). However, it has been discovered that Thai students have had
problems reading English texts (Adunyarittigun, 2002:244-271). Adunyarittigun
(2002:244-271) also mentioned that poor reading ability in English remain a
widespread problem among Thai students at all levels of education. According
to Thai cultural factors, Thai people prefer watching and listening rather than
reading. Consequently, reading ability is not a habit nurtured in Thai society.
Likewise, most students at the school have a small vocabulary size and limit-
ed backeground knowledge in recognition of complex grammatical structures.
Moreover, the influence of the Thai language is considered a pivotal factor
to impede the students’ transfer to their English reading skills. Additionally,
the traditional learning method is another factor to demotivate the students’
engagement in learning and causes them to feel isolated in the classroom.
The inadequate knowledge of English vocabulary, the complex structures
of language, and the word difficulties could be obstacles to the students’
reading comprehension (Asraf and Ahmad, 2003: online). Compared to the
other skills, reading is the most vital issue because it is the chosen instrument
to acquire knowledge (Chawwang, 2008: online). In line with this view, Hung
and Ngan (2015: 10-20) stated that reading is a fundamental skill that can en-
hance the vocabulary, fluency, speaking, and writing acquisition of students,
and can eventually assist them to master their target language. Furthermore,

the ability to read serves as a foundation for all learning as well as social and
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economic development and can improve general language skills (Qrgez & Ab
Rashid, 2017:421-431).

After having been an English teacher at Dara Academy School
for two years, it has been observed that reading comprehension is one of
the problematic issues in learning English. As reading is a major source of
language acquisition, the ability to read has become necessary for the
students. Compared to the other skills, the English reading comprehension
ability of the students at the school has remained unsatisfactory. This poor
ability in line with the view of Igbal, Noor, Muhabat, and Kazemian (2015:1-
6), factors responsible for poor English reading comprehension at secondary
school level students are a poor command of vocabulary, inability to guess
the meaning from the context, having no interest in reading English literature,
cramming habit, lack of understanding of parts of speech, and no awareness
of different reading strategies; for this reason, the researcher would like to
improve the students’ reading comprehension ability.

As technology is a key aspect of learning in the education sector
nowadays, it enhances the relationship between teachers and students as
well as encourages the students’ engagement, motivation and collabora-
tion. Quizizz, according to Nanda (2018: online), is an online assessment
application used as a fun multiplayer classroom game in which all students
can practice together using their computers, smartphones, and iPads. Quizizz
displays multiple-choice questions with two, three, or four-point answers on
each student’s screen, allowing them to work at their own pace and evaluate
their results at the end. Quizizz can also integrate with Google Classroom.
The quizzes can be incorporated and distributed to the students if they
utilize this as a learning management system. This is because the URLs has
previously been verified and linked to the students’ school emails. Quizizz is
one of the platforms that can develop interactive lessons to engage the stu-

dents’ attention which allows them to collaborate in their learning activities.
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Moreover, the competition through interactive quiz games provides the
students with a game-like environment which makes the classroom more
playful and enjoyable (Basuki & Hidayati, 2019: online). Furthermore, Quizizz
offers some features which provide the students to answer questions at their
own pace and review their answers at the end. As a result, the learning effort,
learning motivation, activity involvement, and academic achievement will be
increased (Brunat, 2018, as cited in Basuki & Hidayati, 2019: online). With these
advantages, Quizizz has been used as a tool for teaching English around the
world (Priyanti, Santosa and Dewi, 2019:71-80; Amalia, 2020:1-8; Razali, Nasir,
Ismail, Sari and Salleh, 2020:1-11).

Since Thailand focuses on integrating technology in foreign
language learning, this study applied the Quizizz application in reading
comprehension to enhance the students’ learning achievement. With this
approach, the students should be able to develop their learning system in
terms of learning engagement, motivation, collaboration, and enjoyment,
which indirectly influence their reading comprehension knowledge. Apart from
the contribution to the students, the Quizizz application will allow the teachers
to adapt their teaching styles to meet the students’ needs, requirements, and
proficiency levels.

Therefore, this research aimed to study whether the implementation of
the Quizizz application could enhance students’ English reading comprehension
ability relevant to the objectives of the research study, which were to compare the
students’ reading comprehension ability before and after the implementation of
the Quizizz application and to explore the students’ opinions about the implemen-
tation of the Quizizz application to enhance their reading comprehension ability, re-
spectively. The results of this study would be beneficial to the teaching and learming

of English reading comprehension classes in the context of Dara Academy School.
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Research Objectives
1. To compare the students’ reading comprehension ability before

and after the implementation of the Quizizz application

2. To explore the students’ opinions about the implementation of

the Quizizz application to enhance their reading comprehension ability

Research Methodology

Research Design

This study is a quasi-experimental research with a one-group pre-

test-posttest design based on McMillan and Schumacher (2001 cited in Ornek,
2007:231-237) to compare the students’ reading comprehension learning
achievement before and after the implementation of the Quizizz program.
Figure 1 illustrates the research design used in this study.

Population and Sample Group

The population in this research was 276 Mathayomsuksa 2 students

who enrolled in the E22201 Supplementary English Course in the first semester
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of the 2021 academic year at Dara Academy School, Chiang Mai, Thailand.
There were six classes of Mathayomsuksa 2, and each class consisted of
students with different English ability levels. The sample group consisted of
46 students of Mathayomsuksa 2/6 obtained by applying the cluster sampling
method.

Research Instruments

In this study, three research instruments were employed, and
they were divided into two types: treatment instruments and data collection
instruments. The treatment tool consisted of three lesson plans with the use
of the Quizizz application based on the 2008 Basic Education Core Curriculum
with relevance to the E22101 English course description. The data collection
instruments were composed of the pre-and post-test measuring the students’

reading comprehension, and the questionnaire.

The lesson plans, the reading comprehension test and the
questionnaire were verified using Index-Objective Congruence (I0C) by three
language experts. The overall IOC value was 1, 0.95, and 1, respectively.
According to Rovinelli and Hambleton (1977: online), the IOC used to evaluate
the items was based on the score range from -1 to +1: Congruent = +1,
Questionable = 0 and Incongruent = -1. The items with values less than 0.5

were altered, while those with scores equal to or more than 0.5 were accepted.

Lesson Plans

In this study, the treatment instrument was three lesson plans
with the implementation of the Quizizz application. The application was
managed as a teaching tool by combining slides and multimedia as an
instructor-led experience with quiz and poll questions for teaching English
reading comprehension at Dara Academy School. The students had to sign up
for the platform by visiting joinmyquizizz.com and inputting the game code

or clicking the link provided by the teacher at the beginning of class. Based
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on Aim High Student’s Book 2, the lesson plans covered three topics: Judging
by Appearances, Great Explorers, and Surfing Superstar. Each lesson plan was
100-minute long, lasting for three weeks, and 50 minutes twice a week. The
teaching and learning process was as followings: 1. The teacher introduced
the use of the Quizizz application as a teaching and learning tool and how to
access and join the application via the website joinmyquiz.com. and 2.
The teacher taught the English literal reading comprehension with the
implementation of the Quizizz application using the three topics; Judging by
Appearances, Great Explorers, and Surfing Superstar focused on pre-reading
questions, vocabulary, completion, identifying the main idea and supporting
details, and answer the literal comprehension questions about each
paragraph. The evaluation result of the lesson plans and the Quizizz lessons
using the index of item-objective congruence (I0C) indicated that all items was

1, which meant that they were acceptable.

Reading Comprehension Test

The reading comprehension ability test in this study contained
40 multiple-choice questions which were designed to evaluate students’
reading comprehension. The question items covered all topics addressed in
class including English vocabulary, main ideas, and supporting details from the
reading passages. The test took typically 50 minutes. The evaluation result of
the reading comprehension test showed that all items in the reading
comprehension test received the I0C scores higher than 0.50, which indicated

that they were acceptable. The overall IOC value was 0.95.

Questionnaire

A 5-point Likert rating scale questionnaire with ten items was
designed and utilized in this study in an attempt to explore the students’
opinions about the implementation of the Quizizz application. It was divided
into two sections. The first section was concerned with the background

information of the respondents, and the second section focused on the levels
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of the students’ opinions on the use of Quizizz application in teaching English
reading comprehension. The levels were Highest (5), High (4), Moderate (3),
Low (2), and Lowest (1). The evaluation result of the questionnaire items using
the index of item-objective congruence (I0C) showed that all items received
IOC scores of 1, which indicated that they were accepted. The reliability of
the questionnaire was also analyzed using Statistical Packages for the
Social Sciences (SPSS) to obtain the Cronbach’s Alpha value, which was .939.

It indicated that the questionnaire was highly reliable.

Data Collection

The data collection procedures consisted of three main parts:
pre-intervention period, intervention period, and post-intervention period
as follows: In the first week, a pre-test was administered to measure the
students’ reading comprehension. They had 50 minutes to finish the text.
After that, the students were required to install the Quizizz application
onto their smartphones or computers. The students were assigned to learn
English reading comprehension with the use of the Quizizz application
twice a week for three weeks. Each week, the students used the application
as a tool in their learning activities. They had two-class periods to finish a
lesson. The interactive presentation created by the implementation of the
Quizizz application with question-and-answer sessions, quizzes, and polls
were used as an instructional medium to enhance the students’ reading
comprehension ability. In the last week, the posttest was administered
to evaluate the students’ English reading comprehension ability after the
implementation of the Quizizz Application in the English classroom. After that,
a questionnaire was provided to the students to investigate their opinions on

the implementation of the Quizizz Application in their reading class.

Data Analysis
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The pre-and post-test data, as well as the questionnaire data,
were analyzed using descriptive statistics. The quantitative data derived from
the pre-and post-test were analyzed using mean (X), percentage, standard
deviation (S.D.), and the paired sample t-test to compare the students’ reading
comprehension ability before and after the implementation of the Quizizz
application. Regarding the questionnaire, the level of the students’ opinions
was interpreted based on Srisa-ard (2010 cited in Manprasert, 2017:1-75) as
Highest (4.51-5.00), High (3.51-4.50), Moderate (2.51-3.50), Low (1.51-2.50), and
Lowest (1.00-1.50). The questionnaire data were analyzed using mean and

standard deviation.

Results

The findings are presented quantitatively based on the research
objectives as follows:

Section 1 Comparison between the students’ English reading
comprehension ability before and after the implementation of the
Quizizz

application

This section details the results of the mean scores which indicated
the students’ English reading comprehension ability before and after the im-
plementation of the Quizizz application. The pre-and post-tests were used
as the research instrument to measure the students’ reading comprehension
ability. After that, the acquired data were compared by using a paired-sample

t-test. The following tables show the results of the data analysis.

icant difference between the mean scores before and after the implemen-
tation of the Quizizz application. The mean pre-test score for English reading
comprehension was 24.13, with a standard deviation of 7.05, and the mean
post-test score was 32.52, with a standard deviation of 5.76. The post-test
score was considerably higher than the pre-test score, with a difference of
8.39. Furthermore, the t-value was -11.86 which indicated that there was a sta-
tistically significant difference between the pre-test and post-test mean scores
at .05 level. These findings suggested the implementation of the Quizizz ap-

plication could enhance the students’ English reading comprehension ability.

Section 2 Students’ opinions about the implementation of
the Quizizz

application

To investigate the students’ opinions, they were requested to
complete the questionnaire by evaluating each item on a five-point Likert
scale from strongly agree, agree, uncertain, disagree, and strongly disagree.
The mean and standard deviation was calculated from the questionnaire to

represent the students’ opinions as shown in Table 2.

According to Table 2, the overall mean score of the students’
opinions about the use of the Quizizz application was at the highest level (X =
4.51,S.D. = 0.65). Most items were rated at a high level. When the items were
taken into consideration, it was found that the item with the highest mean
scores was item 4 with the mean of 4.65 and the standard deviation of 0.60.
It was followed by item 8 (X = 4.63, S.D. = 0.68), item 7 (X = 4.54, S.D. = 0.62),
item 2 (X = 4.52,S.D. = 0.62), item 6 and item 10 (X = 4.50, S.D. = 0.62), item 3
and item 9 (X = 4.48,S.D. = 0.62), item 1 (X = 4.46,S.D. = 0.62), and item 5 (X =
4.37,S.D. = 0.61) respectively.

To sum up, the results of this study indicated that the learning
achievement of the students’ English reading comprehension before and after
learning with the implementation of the Quizizz application was significantly

different at .05 level. The post-test mean score was higher than the pre-test
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mean score. Furthermore, the pre-test and post-test average scores were
24.13 and 32.52, respectively. The findings revealed that the implementation
of the Quizizz application could improve the students’ reading comprehension
ability. Additionally, the students had positive opinions at the highest
level about the use of the Quizizz application. They strongly agreed that the
Quizizz application was an effective tool for teaching and learning reading

comprehension.

Discussion

According to the results, the reading comprehension ability of
Mathayomsuksa 2 students at Dara Academy School significantly improved
after the implementation of the Quizizz application. In other words, there was
a significant difference between the pre-test and post-test mean scores before
and after the Quizizz application was implemented. The findings revealed that
the Quizizz application had a feature that allows the teacher to create their
own activities within a playful environment. Consequently, it enabled the
students to engage more deeply in learning which leads to an increase in their
reading comprehension ability. This is consistent with the study of Pahamzah,
Syafrizal, Juniardi & Sukaenah (2020:27-33) which revealed that Quizizz is a
game-based educational app that introduces multiplayer activities into the
classroom and makes in-class exercises more dynamic and enjoyable. It offers
game-like features such as avatar, themes, memes, and music, all of which

make studying fun and affect the students’ reading comprehension. Addi-

tionally, that the Quizizz application provides a detailed summary of student
responses which the students can track their progress on the leaderboard.
At the same time, the teacher can monitor their progress and download the
report to evaluate students’ performance in order to determine the strengths
and weaknesses of the students. This is in line with the study of Medvedovska,
Skarlupina & Turchyna (2016:145-156). Quizizz can be integrated with Google
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Classroom which facilitates assignment tracking and enhances the safety
of students as they are authenticated using their school Google accounts.
Moreover, Zhao (2019:37-43) revealed that Quizizz was an online formative
assessment tool that helps teachers assess students’ language as well as their
curriculum knowledge. Besides, Quizizz is a gamified education application for
language teaching and learning. Based on gamification, competition through
exercises and quizzes between their classmates encourage the students to
be motivated and engaged in the classroom. This is in line with Huang and Soman
(2013: online), who stated that even though gamification is not directly associated
with knowledge and skills, it affects students’ behavior, commitment and
motivation, which can lead to the enhancement of knowledge and skills
afterward. This was consistent with the studies of Priyanti, Santosa, and Dewi
(2019:71-80) and Zuhriyah and Pratolo (2020:5312-5317) who noted that using
the Quizizz application had an impact on students’ reading comprehension,
resulting in the experimental group’s mean score being significantly higher.
According to the questionnaire result, the students expressed their opinions
about the implementation of the Quizizz application at the highest level with
amean score of 4.51 and a standard deviation of 0.65. As Quizizz application is
an instructional tool that allows the students to learn independently. It makes
in-class exercises interactive and fun. With the gameful environment via the
competition, pictures with memes, and music, the students are engaged and
motivated in the learning process. This is in line with Miller (2016: online) and
Asiksoy & Sorakin (2018:334-346). Their studies mentioned that the colorful
interface, avatars and music provided students with a similar experience as
a game does. After they answer each question, Quizizz will show pictures
with memes to tell whether the answer is right or wrong. This is a treat for
students that help them to increase learning outcomes and decrease anxiety.
Moreover, Boulden, Hurt and Richardson (2017:1-15) revealed that students

are more focused and attentive to the quiz when using Quizizz. Additionally,
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the variety of different question types like true or false, multiple choices, etc.
allows the teacher to customize the learning process in several ways to meet
the students’ needs and make it more interesting. Besides, the teacher can
also set the quizzes as homework so that students can work on the questions
after class. This is consistent with the study of Dean (2017:8-11) and Namara
& Murphy (2017: online) that Quizizz can be used to organize classroom ac-
tivities and prepare tests in different question types that help teachers assess
different levels of students’ understanding. Additionally, the leaderboard in
the Quizizz application is very beneficial for the students to see their progress
and motivate competition in the classroom, where the students were driven
to see their names at the top of the leaderboard, and thus, they were more
attentive to their study. Also, Quizizz provides students’ answers separately
so that they can answer the questions at their own pace which helps them to
relieve their stress and anxiety. Furthermore, this study revealed that Quizizz
was user-friendly with immediate feedback which helps the students to
improve their English reading comprehension. This finding confirms those of
the previous studies (Chandler, 2015: online; Mei, Ju and Adam, 2018:208-212;
Nanda, 2018: online; Zhao, 2019:37-43) that the participants were satisfied
with the use of the Quizizz application to improve English language skills.
It helps students appertain to quiz appreciation, learning effort, learning
motivation, activities involvement and academic achievement (Morera, An-

tonio & Laura, 2012:39-45).

Knowledge

These Quizizz application lessons can be used as a tool or resource to
motivate and inspire students to enhance their English reading comprehension
ability. It should be a supplementary tool for learning enhancement and
practicing both inside and outside the classroom. The learning process of the

implementation of the Quizizz application is as follows:

Conclusion

The results of the data analysis related to each research objective
were presented that the students’ English reading comprehension after the
implementation of the Quizizz application improved significantly because
there was a statistically significant difference between the pre-test and post-
test mean scores at .05 level. The students expressed their positive opinions
about the use of the application. The overall mean score was at the highest
level (X =4.51,S.D. = 0.65).

Suggestion

These Quizizz application lessons can be used as a tool or resource
to motivate and inspire students to enhance their English reading
comprehension ability. It should be a supplementary tool for learning
enhancement and practicing both inside and outside the classroom.

Furthermore, they should be used with other groups of participants with a
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lengthier implementation period. Future researchers may implement the
Quizizz application to enhance students’ other English skills. A minority of
Mathayomsuksa 2 (Grade 8) EFL students from Dara Academy in Chiang Mai,
Thailand, participated in this study. It will be fascinating to do research with
students at various levels of education to see if using the Quizizz app has
comparable or different effects on reading comprehension skills. Moreover,
researchers will be able to improve and strengthen the implementation of this
application as well as the study’s results by first studying it, allowing them to
conduct more successful research; thus, teachers will be able to improve their
creativity by making the Quizizz application unique, such as by including video

and pictures in the Quizizz application based on the materials.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to develop the vocabulary
lessons via the Nearpod application to enhance the vocabulary knowledge
of Mathayom Suksa 3 students at Sansai Withayakhom School in Chiang Mai
province, 2) to compare the vocabulary knowledge of the students before and
after learning vocabulary via the Nearpod application, and 3) to investigate the
students’ satisfaction with learning vocabulary via the Nearpod application.
The study was quantitative research and the research instruments consisted
the vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod application, a vocabulary knowledge
test, and a Satisfaction questionnaire. The first finding presented that the
vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod application were effective (I0C=0.7-1).
The second finding found that the learning achievement of vocabulary knowledge
via Nearpod application after learning was significantly higher than before at
0.08. Finally, the third finding showed that the students’ high satisfaction with

Mathayom Suksa 3 with learning vocabulary via the Nearpod application.

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Introduction

Nowadays, it was generally accepted that English was a crucial
language for global communication and it was the largest common language
spoken universally (Nishanthi, 2018: 871). English had become a tool for
communication in the new era of globalization and information technology.
Because of the importance of the English language, many countries around
the world had mandated English as a second or foreign language, and it was
taught at both school and university levels. Therefore, English for communi-
cation was necessary for everyone related to businesses, industries as well as
education. In Thailand, English had been regarded as a foreign language, but
recently, the Ministry of Education had aimed to reform education to enable
learners to communicate and work effectively using English as well as Chinese
or other languages (Kaur, Young, & Kirkpatrick, 2016: 345-361)

Although, successive governments had recognized that English
was necessary for Thai students but teaching and learning English still face a
huge problem based on the four language skills. Vocabulary was one of the
aspect that affects the success of foreign language acquisition (Zhang, 2011:
14-15). When learners did not have adequate vocabulary knowledge, they had
difficulties comprehending the messages conveyed by the speaker or from
the text. With a strong vocabulary repertoire, the skills of listening, speaking,
reading, and writing could be performed easily. Moreover, teachers realized
that vocabulary teaching was very significant before starting the class, whether
it was a grammar class, reading, listening, speaking, writing, or pronunciation.
In general, English classes in Thailand were conducted by using the tradition-
al teaching method with teachers acting as knowledge providers. Learning
activities were mostly paper-based, leading to classroom boredom and low

motivation among the students.
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Moreover, Thai students’ level of vocabulary knowledge was
considered to be at a low level because they still possessed a small vocabulary
size for both receptive and productive skills (Thangaroonsin, 2016: 4). Similarly,
the Mathayom Suksa 3 students at Sansai Witthayakom School had been found
to have encountered difficulties in reading English materials. Consequently,
their English O-net average scores had been very low compared to the standard
criteria of the Ministry of Education’s requirements. Moreover, according to a
preliminary survey, it was revealed that vocabulary teaching was frequently
overlooked at the school and in the Thai educational system in general. What
had been found was that teaching English at Sansai Witthayakom School mainly
focuses on grammar patterns leading to poor vocabulary development of the
students. Furthermore, the Thai educational system basically followed
traditional methods of passive learning which had led to lesser students’
engagement and thus made the classroom environment boring and less
interesting. Due to the problems mentioned above, it was worth finding an
effective method to improve the students’ vocabulary knowledge and
acquisition.

Recently, technology and education could be said to be almost
inseparable entities. As a result, technology in the form of applications had
particularly become a part of learning and teaching languages around the
world. This was true for learning English in the globalized world. The use of
applications allowed the students to learn languages in various convenient,
effective, efficient, and creative ways. Moreover, they could learn on their
own time and were able to tailor the contents to fit their specific individual
needs. Furthermore, utilizing applications could make learning English more
enjoyable. Instead of repeating English words in a classroom setting, students
could play games and interact with their teacher both onsite and online.
These advantages could enhance and improve educational experiences for

students and teachers alike.
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Nearpod application was an online application for interactive
presentations and assessments. It was able to create an enriched multime-
dia presentation with useful and user-friendly interactive features. Teachers
could then share the content with the students and control the activities by
using this application. Students had the full capability to receive the content
and share their work or assigcnments to the whole class, leading the class-
room environment to become more interactive. This enhanced the students’
engagement and critical thinking skills (Sanmugam, Selvarajoo, Ramayah,
and Lee, 2019: 8908-8915). Additionally, the other interactive features in the
application could help not only the teacher monitor the student engagement
as well as understand their learning progress but also the students participate
openly in discussions in the class (Krahenbuhl, Smith, 2015: Online). In
addition, the responsive feedback, another feature of the Nearpod application,
was beneficial for both teachers and students to provide instant feedback during
their learing process. This was favorable for the teacher to monitor the students’
progress as well as the students themselves to improve their understanding.

Hence, this study focused on the use of the Nearpod application
to enhance the vocabulary knowledge of Mathayom Suksa 3 students at
Sansai Witthayakom School. With this method, the students were able to
enhance their vocabulary knowledsge in an interactive, engaging, and enjoyable
way of learning English, which could ultimately contribute to their higher

achievement scores on their tests and vocabulary knowledge.

Research Objectives

1. To develop the vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod application
to enhance vocabulary knowledge of Mathayom Suksa 3 students at Sansai
Withayakhom School in Chiang Mai province

2. To compare the vocabulary knowledge of the students before

and after learning vocabulary via the Nearpod application
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3. To investigate the students’ satisfaction with learning vocabulary

via the Nearpod application

Research Methodology

Population:

The population in this study consisted of Mathayom Suksa 3
students at Sansai Wittayakhom School. There were eight classes of Mathayom
Suksa 3 students, with a total of 300 students.

Sample group:

The sample group was selected from the population by applying
the cluster sampling method. The sample group comprised 40 Mathayom
Suksa 3 students at Sansai Wittayakhom School, who were enrolling in the
second semester of the 2021 academic year.

Research Instruments:

The instruments for treatment were the English vocabulary lessons
with the incorporation of the Nearpod technology and vocabulary lessons.
Moreover, the data were further collected using a vocabulary knowledge test
(pre-test and post-test), and a satisfaction questionnaire.

Data Analysis:

1) For the analysis of the Index of Item-Objective Congruence (I00),
the mean score (x) standard deviation (SD) was obtained by using the following
formula.

2) The mean scores from vocabulary knowledge tests that were the
pre-and post-test were compared using the pair-sample t-test to find out the
improvement of the students’ vocabulary knowledge. The descriptive statistics
used to calculate the data were mean, standard deviation, and t-value.

3) The data from the questionnaire were analyzed for a mean and
standard deviation of each questionnaire item based on the five-point rating

scale from highest, high, moderate, low to lowest.
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Results

The purposes of this study were to develop vocabulary lessons via
Nearpod application to improve the English vocabulary knowledge of English
students had the efficiency, to compare students’ vocabulary knowledge
before and after learning with vocabulary lessons via Nearpod application, and
to explore students’ satisfaction with the developed vocabulary knowledge.
The participants were 40 Mathayom Suksa 3 students at Sansai Withayakhom
School in Chiang Mai province by using a cluster sampling method. They were
assigned to learn English vocabulary by utilizing the developed vocabulary
lessons. The lessons were provided to the students using the Nearpod
application. The experiment was implemented for sixteen hours within two
months. The instruments for collecting data in this study included vocabulary
knowledge tests and a questionnaire. The vocabulary knowledge pre-test was
administered to the students before the experiment. They must test consisting
of 40 question items related to English vocabulary. After the experiment,
a vocabulary knowledge post-test which was parallel to the pre-test was given
to the students to examine the students’ English vocabulary knowledge
mprovement. Then, all students were assigned to complete their satisfaction
with the vocabulary lessons v. is Nearpod application. The data were statistically
analyzed for percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings revealed that the developed vocabulary lessons,
pre-, and post-test vocabulary lessons via Nearpod application had the
efficiency of all at 1 and 0.7 by using the Index of Item-Objective Congruence
(I0Q). The acceptable conformance index value must be 0.50 or higher.
Furthermore, students’ English vocabulary knowledge was improved
significantly as there was a significant difference in the mean scores before
and after learning with the developed vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod
application at the 0.05 level. Thus, it can be said that the developed vocab-

ulary lessons via the Nearpod application can help students improve their
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English vocabulary knowledge. In addition, the students were high satisfaction
with the developed vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod application as the
overall average of students’ satisfaction with learning English vocabulary
through the developed vocabulary lessons via Nearpod application was at a
high level. From the open-ended questions in a questionnaire, it was found
that the students were satisfied with the developed vocabulary lessons via
the Nearpod application in assisting them to learn English vocabulary because
this tool was convenient, interesting, and new. It had various functions that
enabled them to understand the lessons better, such as images, video clips,
cartoons, games, graphics, and other multimedia. The contents of the lessons
were also easy to access. Moreover, they thought that learning vocabulary
via the Nearpod application could motivate them to learn more, and it was
flexible as the students could use it anywhere and anytime at their own pace.
However, there were some limitations including, the modernity of personal
computers, tablets, and mobile phones, internet connection, technical
problems, etc. In summary, the students agreed that the vocabulary lessons
via the Nearpod application were an efficient tool to assist English vocabulary

learning; however, they should be used as a part of the learning process.

Discussion

The findings have important issues to be discussed below:

According to the results, the efficiency of the vocabulary lessons via
Nearpod application for Mathayom Suksa 3 students at Sansai Withayakhom
School in Chiang Mai province showed, that the I0C was 0.7 and 1 which
acceptable conformance index value must be 0.50 or higher, indicating that
the vocabulary lessons via Nearpod application have enough efficiency for
being a tool to assist English vocabulary teaching and learning by the experts
and revised in terms of content and design. The researcher gave the students

direction on how to use the tool to support learning. After using the tool, the
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students’ scores had been increasing. The important factors which resulted
in the successful learning were the design of the Nearpod application which
facilitated learning by providing learners flexibility and substantial media
which were inspired and noticeable by the usage Nearpod application for
accessing the media easily. It maintained a high level of enjoyment and
engagement during the learning process. CALL embraces a wide range of
information and communications technology applications and approaches to
teaching and learning foreign languages (Levy, 1997: 1-12). Moreover, Hakami
(2020: 119)) stated that the Nearpod application could promote active learning in
the classroom, and Shehata, Mitry, Shawki & El-Helaly (2017: 877) said that the
application is an online platform that facilitates the use of interactive teaching
materials through mobile devices to perform structured assessments in the
classroom. It also helped to increase the autonomous skill of learners and
provide more opportunities for learners to have direct experience because of
the use of authentic materials. Stephen & William (2018: 1) believed that the
students expressed positive comments about the use of Nearpod in their
studies, in particular, to foster engagement with the delivered topic and
increased interaction. This research provided the students with opportunities
to learn English vocabulary by themselves. They were able to manage their
learning. They also had a direct experience because of the authentic media
provided in the Nearpod application, such as videos and native speaker
sounds. Moreover, the Nearpod application empowered the students to learn
and understand English vocabulary lessons better. It was confirmed that the
Nearpod application helped learners to understand things easier.
Furthermore, the student’s vocabulary knowledge was improved
significantly. It could be seen from the students’ achievement deriving from
the developed vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod application. It showed that
there was a statistically significant difference in the mean scores before and

after learning with the developed vocabulary lessons via Nearpod application
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at the 0.05 level. The findings were consistent with the studies of Nation
(2011: 169). On the other hand, Chamula (2018: 49-52) stated that Nearpod
was not primarily developed for language learning and this presents some
obstacles, but Chamula (2018: 49-52) suggested that to a certain extent, a
teacher’s creativity is essential in the use of Nearpod, it suggested that future
work should be devoted to how to create language lessons on Nearpod and
how to creatively overcome the obstacles inherent in the platform. In this
study, the findings suggested that the Nearpod application could help to
improve the vocabulary knowledge of Mathayom Suksa 3 students as well
as enabled students to understand more about English lessons. Although
these previous studies focused on the different subjects and other skills of
the English language, the results revealed the benefits of Nearpod application
in teaching and learning. Apart from the benefits of the Nearpod application,
the learning approach is another factor that affects the students’ vocabulary
knowledge improvement. In the study, the students were assigned to use the
Nearpod application to learn English vocabulary developed by the researcher.
Although the experiment was very short (two-month period), it appeared that
with eight-lesson units in the developed vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod
application, the students could learn by themselves, regardless of time and
place and students were free to learn. They could choose what, where, when,
and how to study that suit to their learning habits. It is called a self-directed
learning approach. According to Levy (1997: 1-12), using computers in language
teaching and learning provided students’ a chance to show their learning
responsibility; in contrast to, teacher-directed learning, the role of teachers has
changed from content transmitters to facilitators of learning (Knowles, 1975)
that back to learners is more beneficial than other approaches. Moreover,
Alzatma (2020: 55) stated that the advantage of using mobile phones in
studying English was convenience which meant learners have a greater sense

of time and location independence and they can take advantage of their free
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time to study language whenever and wherever. In this study, the students
were responsible to manage their learning process and the students
were facilitated to learn with the developed vocabulary via the Nearpod
application. Besides, what teachers should do to support students is to
provide learners with accessible and available content and recourses. The
Nearpod application was used to access learning content and resources. All of
these influences increased student learning efficiency which results in higher
student achievement.

Additionally, the students’ satisfaction with the vocabulary lessons
via the Nearpod application from the questionnaire that the students were
satisfied with the tool because it was interesting and attractive. It also had
various functions that enabled them to understand the lessons better, such
as graphics, games, pictures, videos, sounds, colorful screens, and novel fonts.
They believed that using the Nearpod application to assist in learning English
vocabulary could help them to understand lessons better. The Nearpod
application capacitated the students to increase their motivation in learning
English vocabulary. The contents of the lessons were also easy to access and
learners could learn according to their abilities and proficiencies. The lessons
were linked to other learning resources, making it more convenient to study.
This finding agrees with the previous studies (Hakami, 2020: 119; Stephen &
William, 2018: 1; Shehata, Mitry, Shawki & El-Helaly, 2017: 137) that the
participants were satisfied with the use of the Nearpod application for learning.
However, some students found problems while learning with the application.
The modernity of personal computers, tablets, and mobile phones, internet
connection, technical difficulties in scanning the OR code, and teacher contact
were the main challenges that should be developed. In detail, the internet
connection in some places was still low which affected the accessibility of the
Nearpod lessons. The internet connection and condition of the smartphones

or tablets also caused difficulty in scanning the QR code. Furthermore, due
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to the problem with the software, the students needed to hold their
smartphones all the time; otherwise, the lessons on the screen became small.

To sum up, the developed vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod
application were appropriate to use as an assisted tool to learn English
vocabulary. Furthermore, the students’ satisfaction with the developed
vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod application could positively involve the

improvement of their English vocabulary knowledge of the students.

According to the result, the new knowledge of this research was
using the Nearpod application as the vocabulary teaching and learning tool.
The teacher could create various the vocabulary lessons interacting the

Nearpod application is an efficient tool that could help the students improve

computers, tablets, and mobile phones, internet connection, technical
difficulties in scanning the QR code, and teacher contact should be

developed.

Recommendations

According to the results of this study, the recommendations for this
research and further studies are discussed as follows.

Recommendations for this research:

1) These developed vocabulary lessons via the Nearpod application
can be used as a tool or resource for inspiring and motivating the students to
improve their vocabulary knowledge. It should be a supplementary tool for
learning enhancement and practicing outside the classroom. Furthermore,
teachers should facilitate, assist, and give advice to students in using the tool.

2) The results of the study can apply to improve the vocabulary
course for other levels of Mathayom Suksa.

Recommendations for further studies:

1) Nearpod application should be adopted to use with other groups
of participants for a longer period of time.

2) A delayed post-test to investigate the retention of the vocabulary
knowledge students gain from learmning with the developed vocabulary lessons
via the Nearpod application should be employed in further studies.

3) Future researchers may explore the efficiency of the Nearpod
application to improve students in other English skills.

4) Since the present study used a one-group pre-test, post-test
design, it might be questioned whether the increase in students’ scores was

actually due to the treatment or the nature of learning. Therefore, further
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studies should be conducted by using control and experimental groups to be
more empirical.

5) According to the results of the study, using the Nearpod
application can improve English vocabulary knowledge. Therefore, we should
find other applications that are similar to use as a tool to develop vocabulary

lessons.
