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Abstract

The objective of this experimental research was to investigate the effects
of Persuasive Messages and future-orientation with self-control on intention to
care for the elderly of high school students. The sample of this study consisted
of 472 high school students. This research used Post-Test Only with Control
Group Design. The experimental groups were assigned into 4 groups using
random assignment for reading persuasive messages. After reading for 15
minutes, the samples were asked to answer the questions in the test. Data analysis
was conducted through three-way ANOVA to analyze data in the whole group
and 8 subgroups. The important analytic results indicated that the samples who
read persuasive message of the promotion for positive attitude towards care for
the elderly, those who read persuasive message of the optimism, and those with
higher level of future-orientation with self-control had higher readiness to
support others to care for the elderly than those who did not read the foresaid
persuasive messages and those with lower level of future-orientation with self-
control in a single family. The findings of this research would be beneficial by
explaining that future-orientation with self-control is important psychological
foundation of an individual that is related with intention to care for the elderly.
In this regard, as one of key social institutions, an educational institution should
emphasize on the development and practice of psychological factors for
enhancing students’ predictability, awareness of the importance of preparing
themselves to enter the aging society, assistance and support for the elderly.
