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Development and Psychometric Evaluation of Public-mindedness

Inventory in Senior High School Students in Bangkok

Abstract: The objectives were to develop and validate psychometric properties of rating and
situational public-mindedness inventory in senior high school students in Bangkok. A total of 479
participants, studying in school from the secondary educational service area in Bangkok, were
divided into 2 groups. Firstly, the 60 participants were randomized to develop and select qualified
items. Secondly, the 419 participants were randomized to validate psychometric properties of
inventory. The rating and situational public-mindedness inventory developed by the researcher
was used for data collection. The content validity, corrected item-total correlation, internal
consistency and parallel-forms reliability were assessed. The results showed that IOC ranging from
0.67 to 1.00 and 0.67 to 1.00, CITC ranging from 0.30 to 0.62 and 0.33 to 0.74, and Cronbach's
alpha coefficient valuing 0.92 and 0.93 were found in public-mindedness inventory rating and
situational version, respectively. Furthermore, there was significantly positive correlation between
rating and situational public-mindedness inventory at 0.01 level. These results can be assured as
a valid and reliable measurements, which can be used for gathering data on public-mindedness in
students in future research.

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Abstract: The purpose of this research was to study the results of using participatory action
research to train the teachers in developing analytical thinking skills of primary school students in
Mueang Lampang district. The sample group comprised 15 teachers who taught at Municipal
School 6 (Wat Pa Ruak). The research instruments included a workshop training course, the
evaluation of teacher’s report form, questionnaire and the group discussion recording form. The
acquired information was analysed in term of frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and content analysis. The findings were as follows: 1) the teachers had participated in
the process of analyzing the student’s problems to acquire the operational plan relevant to the
problems that the teachers would like to solve leading to the cooperation of the teachers, 2) the
teachers gained more knowledge and understanding on analytical thinking skills and a high level
of satisfaction in the workshop and, 3) the teachers could develop their student’s analytical
thinking skills. The teachers had adjusted themselves and their techniques for learning
management making their operation relevant to the real situation as much as possible.

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Abstract: This research aimed to compare levels of learning and innovation skills based on
students’ self-assessments before and after participating in the design thinking for social innovation
activities with the local community in Chiang Mai province. It also aimed to compare skill levels
across the three phases of design thinking: Empathy, Ideation, and Prototype. The population was
a group of 27 Thai undergraduates from different majors and academic levels who voluntarily
participated in the design thinking for social innovation activities in March 2018. The research
instrument was a set of five-point rating scale self-assessment questionnaires on learning and
innovation skills. Based on a dependent sample t-test analysis, all skills were significantly improved
after the activities. Participants also assessed that they were most likely to develop collaborative
skills over the three phrases. Communication was the second most developed skills in the Empathy
and Ideation phases, while critical thinking and problem solving were the second most developed

skills in the Prototype phase.

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Introduction

In the 21% century, economic,
technological, and social movements have
changed rapidly and without clear direction,
leading to more complex challenges. Many
of these challenges are also viewed as “ill-
defined” and “wicked” problems because
they are complicated to understand and
predictable, so it is demanding to solve them
properly (Koh et al., 2015). Design thinking is
seen as a potential approach to identify
these “wicked problems” and generate ideas
for possible solutions (Docherty, 2017).
Therefore, design thinking is commonly used
in many business enterprises to improve
products and services as well as marketing
and advertising strategies. It can also be seen
as an approach for social innovation,
including facilitating and developing better

solutions to the complex social issues in

communities and society (Brown and Wyatt,
2010; Docherty, 2017).

Design thinking comprises many
features to facilitate better solutions to real-
world problems. Firstly, design thinking is
human-centered that involves the empathy
process to gain insights into user’s deep
needs and problems, leading to a clear
identification of the problem (Razzouk and
Shute, 2012). Focusing more on “design with
users” than “design for users”, problems will
be solved to meet the needs of users.
Secondly, design thinking involves sharing
ideas and efforts from a multidisciplinary
team to solve problems (Brown and Wyatt,
2010). Different areas of expertise and
perspectives would enable teams to handle
diverse parts of complicated issues. Thirdly,
design thinking is an iterative and non-linear
process. It is also dynamic, flexible, and
adaptable to fit a particular context.

According to the d.school in Standford, USA,

design thinking process comprises five
phases. First, the Empathize phase involves
learning about users to understand their
needs. Second, the Define phase refers to
defining problem statement. Thirdly, the
Ideate phase deals with brainstorming and
generating solutions. Fourthly, Prototype
phase involves building representations of
one or more ideas. Lastly, Test phase
includes testing ideas and gaining user
feedback. As an ongoing process, problems
can be redefined, and more ideas can be
created for a better solution.

Based on features mentioned
above, implementing design thinking requires
many skill sets, including higher-order
thinking skills such as critical thinking,
problem-solving, creativity, and innovation,
as well as and social skills such as
communication and collaboration (Koh et
al., 2015). These skills fall into learning and
innovation skills or the 4Cs: communication,
collaboration, creativity, as well as critical
thinking and problem solving. According to
Brown (2008), communication and
collaboration are important skills of human-
centered activities in design thinking. Also,
working in a multidisciplinary team requires
effective communication and collaboration.
In addition, as Razzouk and Shute (2012)
point out, design thinking involves creative

thinking, systems thinking, problem-solving,

and teamwork skills in generating solutions
for complex problems. Therefore, it can be
said that one can develop these skills when
experience design thinking. However, little
research regarding the use of design thinking
to cultivate these skills has been published.

Rajamangala University of
Technology Lanna has co-hosted
international  academic  camps  with
educational institutions in Singapore and
Japan since 2016, twice a year. In these
camps, Thai and international students from
different disciplines participated in design
think process and work together to develop
social innovation with local communities in
Chiang Mai. Their learning through 12 days is
facilitated by lecturers who were certified
design thinking facilitators. Researchers, as
ones of those facilitators, were interested in
examining the effects of design thinking
process on the development of learning and
innovation skills. The objectives of this
research were 1) to compare levels of
learning and innovation skills based on
students’ self-assessments before and after
participating in the design thinking for social
innovation activities, and 2) to compare skill
levels across the three phases of design

thinking: Empathy, Ideation, and Prototype.
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Materials and Methods

This  study focused on the
quantitative approach. It aimed to measure
and compare changes in skill levels over
time. The numerical data were obtained by
using a set of five-point rating scale self-
assessment questionnaires and analysed
using descriptive and statistical analysis.
According to  Cresswell (2018), the
quantitative approach generally contributes
to validity, reliability, and generalizable of
the study. In this study, levels of
performance representing characteristics of
each skill set were ranked by students to
measure the development of each skill set.
Population and sample

The population was a group of 27
Thai RMUTL students from different majors
and academic levels who volunteered to
participate in design thinking for social
innovation activities in March 2018. Fourteen
students were from the Faculty of Business
Administration and Liberal Arts, including
Accounting, Business Administration,
Tourism,  Business  Information  System,
Business English, English for International
Communication, and International Business
Management. Ten students were from the
Faculty of Engineer, including Mechanical
Engineering, Computer Engineering, Tools

and Die Engineering, and Civil Engineering.

Three students were from the Faculty of Fine
Arts and Architecture, including Architecture
and Visual Communication Design. These
students, together with international
students, are divided into three groups,
working on three projects with local
communities in Chiang Mai: 1) Tea leave and
homestay —community, 2)  Wickerwork
community and 3) Food Processing of
Agricultural Products.
Research Tool

The research tool was a set of five-
point rating scale self-assessment
guestionnaires on learning and innovation
skills. It comprises a set of 4Cs skills with 25
sub-skills. Firstly, 10 items of communication
skills  consist  of  listening,  speaking,
pronunciation, vocabulary, and presentation
skills, as well as communication strategies
(e.q., circumlocution, approximation,
lexicalise fillers, comprehension check, and
asking for help). Secondly, five items of
collaboration skills comprise team building,
leadership, being active members, active
listening skills as well as responsibilities.
Thirdly, five items of critical thinking and
problem-solving skills include reasoning and
argument, decision making, systematic

thinking, and problem-solving skills, as well

as dealing with unforeseen problems. Lastly,

five items of creativity include brainstorming,
generating, sharing, and evaluating ideas, as
well as being open to new ideas. These items
were developed from document analysis of
previous literature regarding definitions and
classifications of learning and innovation
skills and daily journals of student learning
journey in the design thinking for social
innovation project in 2016. The Index of
Item-Objective Congruence (I0C) was used to
validate the content by three experts who
were experienced design thinking facilitators.
The questionnaires were also piloted with 11
students from the design thinking for social
innovation project in 2017. Based on
Cronbach's alpha measure, the reliability of
the questionnaires was high (0=0.94).

Data Collection

Data were collected in March 2018
when the design thinking for social
innovation activities took place. Prior to the
activities, informed consent was undertaken
to ensure that students fully understood the
aims and process of the research, as well as
their roles and rights. Based on Singapore
Polytechnic’s design thinking framework, the
process comprises four phases: Sense and

Sensibility (i.e., prepare the minds), Empathy

(e, understand user context, generate
insights, and define statement of needs),
Ideation (i.e., generate ideas, develop ideas
to concepts, and select design concepts),
and Prototype (build prototypes, get user
feedback, test and improve).

On a daily basis, the questionnaires
were distributed to each student and
collected by a Thai team leader of each
group. Data collection was on-going for 10
days of design thinking for social innovation
activities, as outlined in Table 1. The design
thinking for social innovation activities started
from Orientation (Day 1) that involved pre-
self-assessment. In the Empathy phase (Day
2-5), students engaged in the community,
observed, and interviewed users, collected
and clustered data, gained insights into deep
needs, and designed persona. In the Ideation
phase (Day 6-7), students brainstormed ideas
for possible solutions, set criteria (e.g., cost,
safety, and efficiency), and selected the best
solutions. In the Prototype phase (Day 8-9),
students sketched and drafted prototypes,
obtained feedback from users, and revised
their prototypes. In the gallery walk (Day 10),
students presented their learning process
and learning outcomes, followed by the

post-self-assessment.

Data Analysis

1. Means and standard deviations were
used to show the levels of the performances
representing characteristics of each skill set,

both in pre-self-assessment and post-self-

assessment. The levels of developed skills
were defined as below.

2. A dependent t-test analysis was
used to test whether or not the self-
assessment scores after participating in the
design thinking for social innovation activities
was higher than those before taking part in

the activities.
Results

The comparison of the pre- and
post-self-assessments
Students appeared to improve their

learning and  innovation  skills  after

participating in the design thinking for social
innovation activities. From means and
standard deviations showed in Table 2,
levels of developed skills in the pre-self-
assessment were at a high level (3.87),
including collaboration (4.16), creativity
(4.05), critical thinking and problem solving
(3.75) and communication (3.51) respectively.
In the post-self-assessment, levels of each
skill were at the highest level (4.63), including
creativity  (4.65), communication (4.63),
critical thinking and problem solving (4.61),

and collaboration (4.60) respectively.

From the dependent t-test of pre-
and post- self-assessments, the result from
the analysis yielded the t statistics was 8.92
with the compare-mean 0.76 and the
standard deviation 1.08. The P-value was
less than 0.05. The results showed that

students appeared to improve their learning

and innovation skills after participating in the
design  thinking for social innovation
activities. As shown in Table 3, based on the
dependent t-test analysis, levels of learning
and innovation skills in the post-self-
assessment increased significantly. Also,

when applying the dependent t-test analysis
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to each skill, the results showed a significant

improvement in each skill.

Comparison of skill levels across the
three phases of design thinking

The results from comparing student
self-assessments in each phase of design
thinking revealed that skill development in
Phase 1 Empathy and Phase 2 Ideation
shared a similar pattern. As shown in Figure
1, collaboration and communication were
the most common skills, followed by

creativity and critical thinking and problem-

solving skills. These skills were ranked at an

Skill Levels in
Also, the level of each skill tended

to increase across phases, as shown in Figure

average level of 4.23, 4.15, 4.02, and 3.92
respectively in the Empathy phase while
those were ranked higher at an average level
of 4.41, 4.28, 4.18, and 4.12 in the Ideation
phase. However, skills developed in Phase 3
Prototype were slightly different. Like other
phases, collaboration skills were most likely
developed, followed by critical thinking and
problem-solving, creativity, and

communication skills (with an average level

of 4.42, 4.36, 4.34, and 4.30 respectively).

Three Phases of Design Thinking
1. Firstly, communication skill levels in Phase

1, Phase 2, and Phase 3 were 4.15, 4.28, and
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4.30, respectively. The highest sub-skills
included listening and speaking, vocabulary
learning, and asking for help. Secondly,
critical thinking and problem-solving skill
level increased from 3.92 to 4.12 and 4.36
from Phase 1 to Phase 3. Particularly,
reasoning and argument, as well as decision
making skills were most developed sub-skills.
Thirdly, average levels of creativity in each
phase were 4.02, 4.18 and 4.34. Being open
to new ideas, monitoring one own idea, and
brainstorming ideas were the top three.
Lastly, it is noticeable that collaboration
skills were ranked at a high level from Phase
1 and slightly increased in Phase 2 and Phase
3, (with an average level of 4.23, 4.41 and
4.42 respectively). Active listening skills were
at the highest level, followed by

responsibilities and being active members.
Discussion

The students perceived that they
had improved all learning and innovation
skills after taking part in the design thinking
for social innovation activities. Such
improvement might be the result of the fact
that design thinking provides meaningful real-
world activities that foster higher-order
thinking as well as social skills (Koh et al.,
2015). In terms of higher-order thinking skills,
according to Razzouk and Shute (2012),

critical thinking and problem-solving skills;
such as exploration, generation, comparison,
and selection, are essential for design
thinking. While exploration helps broaden a
problem and generation helps create and
evaluate the solutions, comparison and
selection help narrow a problem space and
solution. Regarding social skills,
communication and collaboration work
alongside each other. In addition, Koh et al.
(2015) state that creativity is required when
students encounter complex problems as
they need to apply content knowledge
critically and creatively to generate ideas for
solving problems. This finding supports
arguments that design thinking is a useful
tool to improve 21% century skills (e.g., Brown
and Wyatt, 2010; Docherty, 2017; Koh et al.,
2015).

This  study also showed that
communication was the most likely
improved skills after involving in design
thinking for social innovation activities. The
highest sub-skills were listening and speaking,
vocabulary learning, and asking for help.
Working in a team of international and
interdisciplinary students for over 10 days
encouraged Thai students to use English for

oral communication skills intensively.
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Particularly, in such intercultural context
where Thai, Singaporean, and Japanese
working together to achieve the same goal,
listening and speaking in English is greatly
significant to share ideas and establish
mutual understanding. Thai students also
dealt with extensive vocabulary use and
learning as they were required to translate
Thai to English to their international friends
and English to Thai for users in local
communities.  Further, working with a
multidisciplinary team, they inevitably dealt
with unfamiliar technical terms. In many
cases, they used strategies, such as asking for
help from those who were more familiarized
with specific English terms. It can be said that
improving oral communication skills and
strategies helps equip students with
intercultural communicative competence to
be able to cope up with a variety of English
and  establish  mutual  understanding
effectively with people who are from
different academic and cultural backgrounds
(Kirkpatrick, 2012).

In addition, collaboration, although
slightly increased, was the most common
skill developed across three phases. In this
study, Thai students were more likely to be

good team members than team leaders as

active listening and being active members, as
well as responsibilities were most common.
These skills are required for team working in
21% century. According to Partnership for 21°
Century  Learning  (2019),  successful
collaboration  requires individual team
member’s contributions, willingness to help,
and share responsibility to achieve a mutual
goal. Such collaborative efforts tend to
facilitate multidisciplinary team dynamics
that bring about better innovations than
those working within a single discipline
(Brown and Wyatt, 2010).

Interestingly, both communication
and collaboration were the most common
skills developed in Phase 1 Empathy and
Phase 2 Ideation. The Empathy phase aims
to gain a deeper understanding of users, their
feeling, thoughts, and attitudes. To
accomplish this aims, Thai students played
many roles; including interviewers, note-
takers, and translators, that encouraged
them to communicate in Thai and English
extensively. Team collaboration was also
cultivated through sharing and reflecting on
the data, as well as discussed to agree on
problem definition mutually. Similarly, in the
Ideation phase, they brainstormed, set the

criteria, and discussed to agree on the
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possible solutions. These activities showed
that communication and collaboration
complement each other. For example,
correct translations Thai into English enabled
International students to understand the
data point and the deep need of the local
community.  Verbal and  non-verbal
communications among Thai and
international students enabled students to
understand and be open to other different
points of view, leading to successful team
collaboration to find the best solution to
solve the problems. It can be said that
activities in Empathy and Ideation phases, as
Koh et al. (2015) point out, provide learning
context to promote social skills and cross-
cultural awareness required to interact and
collaborate effectively.

Lastly, critical thinking and problem
solving and creativity were more commmon in
the Prototype phase because teams were
required to analyze the nature of tasks to
create a prototype and assign to the right
individuals (e.g., sketching for architecture
student and  building  structure  for
engineering students) so that they were able
to finish their rough drafts in allocates time.
Also, regarding Noweski et al. (2012),

prototyping generally encourages thinking

about details of ideas, testing and reflecting
on ideas, dealing with feedback from others,
as well as seeking a more creative way to
improve the prototype. Experiencing such
process repeatedly may encourage students
to develop creative confidence. Thus, the
Prototype phase appeared to provide
students opportunities to think more

critically and creatively.
Conclusion

From this study, design thinking for
social innovation activities is regarded as an
essential tool to cultivate learning and
innovation skills, including communication,
collaboration, critical thinking and problem
solving, as well as creativity. However, these
skills were assessed based only on students’
perspectives. Further research could be
conducted by triangulating  students’
perspectives on their development of social
and innovation skills with facilitator’s
perspectives and evaluation of their learning
outcomes (e.g, user’s persona and
prototypes). Other skills essential for 21%
century learning, including life and career
skills as well as information, media, and
technology skills should also be investigated

in future research.
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Abstract: The purposes of this research were to: 1) study the perception of self-practice according
to the professional ethics, 2) compare the perception of self-practice according to the professional
ethics before and after joining the activity.

After joining activities, students had
higher perception of self-practice according to the professional ethics. The students had developed
at the moderate level and the top 3 were item 2.2 honesty, item 3.1 compassion, care, support,
encouragement for students and item 3.2 supporting the students to have learning skills and good
habits.

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Abstract: This research aims to find out English commmunication problems of Thai students who
participated in the Learning Express program 2019 at Rajamansgla University of Technology Lanna
Chiang Mai, and the strategies they used in communicating with their foreign peers in English. The
students were selected by the program committee using an English proficiency test as part of the
selection process. The research was conducted by using a 5 Likert Scale questionnaire adapted in
relation to the communication problem-solving strategy concept. The questionnaires were
distributed to the students and then collected for analysis. There were also open-ended question
items for them to express their opinions together with interviews with four selected students for
in-depth details. It was found that the problems that the Thai students encountered most were
limited vocabularies (X = 3.19, S.D.=0.962), incompressible pronunciation, or accent (X =3.07,
S.D.=0.958), and the lack of proper English grammar (X=2.78, S.D.=1.013) respectively. For the
strategies, the students reported using body language or facial expression the most at (X= 4.11,
S.D.=1.188), followed by asking friends with better English for help at (x=4.00, 5.D.=1.074), and
using fillers to allow them to think before speaking at (X=3.93, S.D.=0.829). The researchers noticed
that a broader range of vocabulary was vital for these students, and non-verbal communication
helped fulfill their limited words. It is suggested that a preparation course for the program next
year emphasize strengthening students' vocabulary and their pronunciations.

To enhance teaching and learning
English in Thai schools to keep up with their
neighbors, extra curriculum activities have
been implemented, such as English skills
competitions, international exchange
programs, and language cultural camps. In
these camps, students typically have an
opportunity to meet friends with different
native tongues, and they have to use English
as a means of mutual understanding.
Moreover, they have to interact with one
another, which brings language
communication to be used in a real situation.

During the conversation, specific
communication problems may arise. Thus,
the communication strategies will be used to
help the students overcome these problems
in order to express their intended meaning.
Some commonly used strategies may
include circumlocution, semantic avoidance,
word coinage, language switch, asking for
clarification, non-verbal strategies, and
avoidance.

Several  studies have  been
conducted on English communication among
Thai students, some of which emphasized
communication strategies used to overcome

their language obstacles when interacting

with  foreigners.  Sutthinaraphan  and

Wasanasomsithi (2017) researched on “A
study of English communication strategy use
of undergraduate students majoring in
science” in order to examine the
communication strategies that the science
students at Chulalongkorn University used.
They asked 87 first-year students to
complete questionnaires. It was found that
most of the participants used a non-verbal
strategy, whereas the least used strategy was
attempting to think in English. The study
suggested that students be trained with
other strategies, for instance, English thinking,
accuracy oriented, and fluency oriented
strategies.

Moreover, Wahyuni and Ilyas (2017)
investigated English communication
problems and strategies in their study on an
investigation of Thai students’ English
language problems and their learning
strategies at the Enslish study program of
teacher training and education Faculty of
Riau Islamic University. A survey was
conducted among 10 Thai students who
enrolled in an English study program of
teacher training and education Faculty at
Riau Islamic University. The study revealed
that their major problem was listening and
writing skills, whereas reading is the least
problematic skill. Time restraint contributed

to the difficulty when they wrote an essay in
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English. The most frequently used strategy
was to ask lecturers and classmates for help,
and the least frequently used strategy was
not to try to guess if not fully understand.
Last but not least, Boonpanya and
Pojchanaphong (2018) hammered into similar
problems in English communication of Thai
students. The researchers studied
"communication problem-solving strategies
of Thai students in an exchange program in
Singapore" to find out what Ensglish
communication problems the participants
encountered and what strategies were used
to overcome the obstacles. A set of Likert
scale questionnaires was distributed and
completed by 23 Thai students who joined
the student exchange program called the TFI
scale in 2017. It was found that the students'
three major communication problems were
a lack of listening comprehension, limited
vocabulary size, and environmental factors.
The most frequently used communication
strategies were the use of body language,
asking the interlocutors, and the use of
general words to avoid the unknown words.
The researchers recommended that the Thai
students joining the program in the following
years seek an opportunity to interact with
English speaking people to better their
listening and pronunciation skills. Moreover,
pre-program training should be conducted,

focusing on increasing students' vocabulary

size together with other language drills such
as watching soundtrack movies before their
departure to Singapore.

This research studied what English
communication problems Thai students from
Rajamangala University of Technology Lanna
encountered and what language strategies
they used to reach a mutual understanding
while joining a 2019 social innovation camp
collaborated by Singapore Polytechnic. It is
hoped that the research findings will be
beneficial for English language teaching (ELT)
and a deeper understanding of using English
as a common language in international
communication.

Scope of the Research

This research focused on Ensglish
communication problems and strategies
used by 27 Thai students who enrolled in the
Learning Express 2019 program. The students
were in their first, second, and third years
from three different faculties; the Faculty of
Business Administration, the Faculty of
Engineering, and the faculty of Fine Arts and
Architecture, Rajamangala University of

Technology Lanna.
Materials and Methods

Research Period
This research was conducted from
March — June 2019. The researchers created

the questionnaires in March to be distributed

Population and Sample

The participants were 27 Thai
students with 13 males and 14 females from
three different faculties of the university,
namely the  Faculty of  Business
Administration (18 students), the Faculty of
Engineering (5 students), and the Faculty of
Fine Arts and Architecture (4 students). These
students were selected by the committee
using English proficiency as part of the
selection process. Their English ranged from
fair' to 'sood.’
Research Tools

The study was based on the
qguestionnaires and the focus group
interview. The self-reported guestionnaires
consisted of four sections, including
demographic information and questions
related to communication problems and
strategies used in coping with English
communication problems of Thai students in
the Learning Express Program 2019.

For the first section, the participants
were asked to give information regarding their
information,

personal including  an

educational background of studying abroad

and English. In this part, the participants
chose the answer that best described them.
In the second section, six items portrayed the
communication problems the participants
had during the program. The questions in this
section were adapted from the studies of
communication problems by Dornyei (1995),
Gudykunst (2004), Thornbury (2005), and
Hybels and Weaver (1995) frameworks. In
the third section, 11 items described the
communication strategies used in
overcoming communication problems. This
questions section was developed from
Dornyei's (1995) communication strategies
framework. In the last section, there were
two open-ended questions to observe the
participants' opinions about the
communication problems and strategies in
this program. A Likert-scale questionnaire
was designed to evaluate the frequency of
their English oral communication problems
and strategies use.

The researchers designed the
questionnaires in relation to the objectives
and examined by two experts for its content
appropriateness. The data are collected from
the questionnaires was distributed to the
students to complete after the camp had
researchers

finished. Moreover, the

interviewed some selected participants.
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Thus, the data obtained were analyzed in
both guantitative and qualitative manners.
Data Collection

The researchers contacted the
target participants in order to ask for their
participation to do the questionnaires and
ensured that the personal information would
be strictly confidential. The questionnaires
were distributed to 27 Thai students in the
Learning Express Program 2019. The
completed questionnaires were returned
within one week.
Data Analysis

Descriptive statistics were used to
analyze the data from the questionnaires in
terms of frequency distribution, mean, and
standard deviation. One of the significant
data analyses is the mean score. In response
to a five-point Likert scale, the interpretation
of the mean scores is as follows: 4.51 to 5.00
(strongly agree), 3.51 to 4.50 (agree), 2.51 to
3.50 (moderately agree), 151 to 250

Results

The finding of this study will be
reported into three parts comprising
demographic  data, English  language
problems, and strategies use. The first part is
the students' demographic data. Based on
the demographic data of participants, the
participants were 27 Thai students with 13
males and 14 females from three different
faculties of the university namely the Faculty
of Business Administration (18 students), the
Faculty of Engineering (5 students), and the
Faculty of Fine Arts and Architecture (4
students). Almost one-fourth of the
participants had experience in overseas
exchange programs before the Learning
Express Program 2019 (25.9%). A majority of
the participants have been studying English
for more than ten years (66.7%), while nine
of them (33.3%) responded that they had
studied English for less than ten years.

From Table 1, it was found that a
limited vocabulary problem was the most
communication

frequently reported

problem at the mean score of 3.19.
Additionally, the results of the participants’
opinions on the most prominent
communication problems in the open-ended
section were also reported that most of the
participants were likely to have vocabulary
problems, including their limited vocabulary

range. For example, one of the participants

stated that “Besides the level of language,

”

vocabulary is my problem.” Moreover,
another participant mentioned that “/ don't
know some English words that | want to
explain, so it is hard to communicate.” One
“My of

vocabularies is limited to my daily life so |

student revealed that list
can't understand the academic and difficult
words,” while another stated that “Technical
term is my problem in this camp. I’ve heard

a lot of new vocabularies that I’'ve never
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heard before.” Pronunciation or accent
problems showed as a close second at the
mean score of 3.07 and grammar problems
at the mean score of 2.78, respectively.
However, from the open-ended
section and the focus group interview, some
of the participants claimed that “/ didn't
concern about the grammar while | was in
the camp because | focused only on the

meaningful conversation. Grammar can only

hinder my fluency.” On the other hand, the

English  usage and  English  sound
pronunciation; for example, R and L sounds
were the least frequent problems perceived
at the mean score of 2.48. The fluency,
translation, accent, confidence, and
excitement problems were also mentioned
as their communication problems in the

open-ended section.

As displayed in Table 2, the three
most  frequent  communication-solving
strategies used by the participants in the
current study was using body language and
facial expressions at the mean score of 4.11,
followed by asking for someone help at the
mean score of 4.00 and fillers using or saying
some words to have more time to think; for
example, by saying “well” or “um...” at the
mean score of 3.93 respectively. The result
from the focus group interview showed that
most of the participants stated that “/ use
the easy words when | can't recognize the
specific words or technical term. Most of the
time, | try to describe the meaning of the
words that | don't know”. However, some of
them reported that “/ ask the interlocutor
directly for more explanation. Moreover, |
search for the meaning of the words | don’t
know from the internet”.

On the other hand, the three least
communication-solving strategies frequently
used by the participants in the current study
were translating from Thai to English directly
at the mean score of 3.44, followed by
leaving messages incomplete and changing
the subject at the mean score of 3.19 and
avoiding the problematic communication

topics at the mean of 3.04 respectively.

According to the opinions of the
participants on overcoming the English
communication barrier strategies in the
open-ended section and the interview, it was
found that the most commmon strategy used
to overcome the communication problems
was to provide more English language
practice at the mean score of 77.8%. Besides,
some of the participants commented that
trying to memorize and using unfamiliar
vocabularies more often could help
recognize problematic words. Furthermore, a
minority of interviewees (11.1%) agreed that
being confident could be another strategy
that can help them overcome language

problems.
Discussion

Based on the results, it is evident
that the students who participated in this
social innovation camp found a limited range
of vocabulary (3.19) and unfamiliar
pronunciations and accents (3.07) most
problematic. The problem of insufficiency in
vocabulary may arise because of their limited
knowledge of the English language (Dornyei
and Scott, 1995). To confirm this, Kaur and
Zulkurnain (2014) revealed from their study
on “Oral English communication difficulties

and coping strategies of diploma of hotel
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management students at UiTM” that the lack
of English language knowledge was the most
problematic for their students. Thus, this
should be taken into account by EFL
teachers, as Ting and Lau (2008) mention that
learners can face the problem of sentence
structure deficiency if their vocabulary range
is limited.

On the other hand, grammatical
accuracy, which is one of the main focuses in
English language teaching, was viewed by the
students as less troublesome than the other
two. Although a short English training course
was provided to the students before joining
the camp, the course focused on language
patterns and structure and the design
thinking process. The English preparation
course lasted only two days, which might not
be sufficient. Therefore, the English
preparation course might not meet the
precise students’ needs and more training
days might be required to prepare a practical
course.

In terms of the strategies used to
tackle their English communication problem,
the use of non-verbal communication, body
language, and facial expressions are viewed
as the most effective strategy (4.11). They
often used gestures and facial expressions to
compensate for what they want to say. This
is correlated with the study of Phonhan

(2019) on “Strategies in oral communication

employed by Thai engineering students
across majors and types of academic
programs," which suggests that the nonverbal
strategy is most frequently implemented. His
research resembles this study in that the
populations were Thai undergraduate
students. The researchers then argue that
non-verbal communication is a vital part of
English language teaching in Thai institutions.

Additionally, Syamsudin (2016) also
pinned that non-linguistic strategies which
can be referred to non-verbalism is helpful
and needed for her students in Malaysia,
especially in improving their speaking skill.
Moreover, the students tended to use the
social strategy by asking other friends for help
with the language problems (4.00), followed
by using compensatory strategy, the use of
fillers to have more time to think (3.93). The
result is quite different from that of Kaur and
Zulkurnain (2014), which showed that their
students liked the idea of participating in
English listening and speaking activities and
negotiated meanings with the interlocutors.
This can be implied that their students were
more exposed to active learning rather than
relying on their peers with better English or
using fillers to wait for thoughts to be spoken.

Interestingly, when the researchers
interviewed some of the participants, who
majored in English, the message reduction

and alteration strategies are employed. The
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participants mainly used familiar words and
simplified their utterances when they were
incapable of executing the original message
and described the meaning of the words, or
they used social strategy by asking the
interlocutor directly for more explanations
besides asking help from others. The
interview indicated that non-verbal strategies
were the commonly used strategy for the
students to tackle their communication
problems. The non-verbal strategies might
be the most direct method for the students.
Using these strategies seems to reflect that
their English competency level is not
efficient enough to solve the language
problems. Thus, it is necessary to provide a
productive English preparation course.

The social innovation camp also
helped the students to engage with the local
people and the needs to improve their
community. The students not only learned
how to think critically but also how to
collaborate with unacquainted people who
spoke a different language and had a
different cultural background. On the other
hand, the community had an excellent
opportunity to embrace new ideas from
outsiders, which might be applicable to solve
their local problems. They perceived fresh
ideas from a different angle and a different

generation. Last but foremost, the

educational institutions, which opened doors
for their students to expose themselves in
the new environment, also achieved their
goal of enhancing extra curriculum activities.
In  this camp, the students had an
opportunity to practice their language skills,
as Bailey (2005) suggested that one can
master a language if he or she is motivated
to speak as much as possible. Examples of
productive communicative activities are such
as group works and projects. Moreover, the
institutions will get useful information and
ideas for community service, which is said to
be one of the missions of a higher

educational institute.

Conclusion

Learning Express program has put an
effort to prepare students before joining the
activities. However, the preparation process
may include insufficient language training. It
is recommended that the Learning Express
facilitators provide the essential preparation
for students who may join the program or the
usual extra curriculum  activities. The
preparation should include more vocabulary
range needed for the activities, the
pronunciation, and listening drills to let the
students get familiar with different Englishes.

Last but not least, the use of

language should not be ignored. Practical
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English structures and expressions which fit
the context of each activity should be
reviewed, for example, making questions, the
use of tenses, and giving opinions. Moreover,
communication strategies, as appeared in the
research framework, should be addressed
and practiced more in the training so that the
students will be well equipped for their self-

improvement through the program.
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Biodiversity of Local Foods and Their Nutrient Values

in Na O Cultural Village, Na O District, Loei Province
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Abstract: The objectives of this study were to investigate biodiversity of local foods and their
nutrient values in Na O cultural village, Na O district, Loei province, and to provide some
suggestions for the local food development. The subjects were local food experts. The snow ball
technique was used for subject selection. In-depth interviews and focus group discussions were
used for data collection. Nutrient content was analyzed by using the INMUCAL program. The results
showed that there were 80 recipes of local foods in Na O cultural village, Loei province. Those
were 27 curry recipes, 18 dip recipes, 9 recipes of foods cooked in banana leaves, 5 salad recipes,
4 steam recipes, 3 stir-fried recipes, 3 pounded recipes, 3 grilled recipes, 3 recipes of side dish, and
5 desserts. In terms of nutritive value, it was found that the majority of recipes were of low calories,
low fat, low cholesterols, and low sugar. Changing and adding other ingredients and seasonings
would help to increase the biodiversity of local foods. This would lead to an increase in a variety
of local food types and their nutrients, thereby enhancing food security.

Abstract: This article is intended to study clean food consumption behavior and potential
marketing that is related to clean food consumption behavior. This research is a quantitative
research which used questionnaires as a research tool. The statistics used for data analysis was
descriptive statistics consisting of percentage, mean and standard deviation. The statistics used
for hypothesis testing was the analysis of the relationship between independent variables with
Pearson correlation coefficient. The results showed that most of the teenagers who consumed
clean food were males, aged between 21-24 years, who lived in a dormitory outside the
university. Their health-related activities were exercise and gym workouts. In terms of clean food
eating behavior, it was found that, the persons who participated in food consumption decision
were their girlfriends. They normally consume in the evening by cooking their own dishes, or
they bought clean food that they liked from the fitness center. They also studied clean food
information through online media. The results of the relationship study showed that the
distribution channels had the same correlation with the frequency of clean food intake. On the
contrary, the food price had a negative correlation with to the amounts of money spent on
theclean food consumption.

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Abstract: The research aims to develop community tourism based on the basis of Lao Ngaew’s
cultural assets, Thong En subdistrict, In Buri district, Sing Buri province. Participatory Action Research
(PAR) from 24 key stakeholders and Future Search Conference (FSC) were used to R&D by PDCA
cycle, then the data was analyzed by content analysis. It was found that Lao Ngaew’s cultural
assets in Thong En subdistrict are mainly related to Buddhism, along with their language and
dialect, main occupation, traditional customs, lifestyle, and traditional foods.

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Abstract: The purpose of this study was to analyze the needs to improve English language
communication of sellers and vendors in tourist destinations. Quantitative research was employed
in this study. The subjects included 200 local people purposively selected from two communities:
Bang Bai Mai, Mueang district, Surat Thani province and Mae Khue, Doi Saket district, Chiang Mai
province. The research tool was a questionnaire in a form of checklist and 5-point Likert scale
asking about problems and needs for communication with foreign customers. The results showed
that participating sellers were more likely to encounter speaking difficulties than listening. They
also illustrated their needs to use English language for greeting the customer, giving general
information, selling their products, advertising their products, and dealing with bargaining.

Therefore, it is necessary to study
needs of people in community about
facilitating their business through English
communication. The initial aim was to
analyze needs to improve English language
communication of people who ran their
business about sustainable tourism in two
communities: Bang Bai Mai, Mueang district,
Surat Thani province and Mae Khue, Doi

Saket district, Chiang Mai province.

Materials and Methods

This study was quantitative-based.
The main method is to ensure that obtained
data generates measures that reliable and
generalizable (Firestone, 2005; Wiersma and

communities in Surat Thani and Chiang Mai.
Participants

Participants  were purposively
selected from two communities who were
providing service for tourists. This selection
was made to ensure that selected
participants were the right persons who can
give detailed and meaningful information

divided into two groups:

Group One: 100 local people in Bang
Bai Mai, Mueang district, Surat Thani who
were providing service such as grocery shops,
or restaurants.

Group Two: 100 local people in Mae

providing service such as selling handicrafts,
grocery shops, or food stalls.
Research Tool

A need analysis questionnaire was
used to collect the data. It comprised four
sections. Section 1 was basic information of
respondents (e.g., age, gender, and job), in a
form of checklist. Section 2 asked about
problems in English communication, in a

form of rating scale. Section 3 asked about
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needs to wuse the English language
communication (e.g., topics and language
functions), in a form of rating scale. Section 4
was an open-ended form which allows
respondents to recommend further useful
information for the study.
Research Procedure

The research procedure began in
2018. The  researchers  utilized a
guestionnaire to obtain the data. A need
analysis questionnaire was handed to
participants in person and asked them to
complete and return to the researchers’
assistants.  Utilizing a need analysis
questionnaire in the study was seen to be a
useful method. It is cost saving with speedy
results and maintain  anonymity  of
respondents from a larger and more
representative  group  (Berkowitz, 1982;
Debois, 2016; Neuber et al., 1980). A
questionnaire was created and validated by
three experts using an evaluation form for a
guestionnaire in which the Index of Item-
Objective Congruence (I0C) was used so as
to find the content validity.

Data Analysis

The data obtained from a
guestionnaire  was analyzed by using
Statistical Program for Social Sciences (SPSS).
The descriptive statistics include frequencies,
measure of central tendency (mean), and

measure of dispersion (range).

Results and Discussion

The results obtained from a
questionnaire are presented and discussed
into three parts: Part 1 Demographic data,
Part 2 Descriptive data about English speaking
and listening problems, and Part 3 Needs for
English language communication.

Part 1 Demographic data

According to demographic data of
respondents, it was found that the majority
of participants were female with education
background lower than bachelor’s degree
(74.5%). Most of them were owners or co-
owners of the business (69.5%). Their income
was lower than 15,000 baht per month.
When comparing two provinces, it was found
that the number of tourists the sellers
offered service were different. The sellers in
Surat Thani had a less chance (5%) to meet
a great number of foreign customers (more

than 10 people per week) than those in
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Chiang Mai (23%). Even though the total
number of foreign tourists the sellers offered
service was limited, it would be possible to
increase their income by expanding their sell
using English. It will also widen their
opportunity in expanding their business as
69.5% of respondents from two provinces

were owners or co-owners of the business.

Part 2 Descriptive data about English
speaking and listening problems

The obtained data showed no
difference  of English  communication
problems between the two groups of sellers
in Surat Thani and Chiang Mai. None of them
showed expertise in using English. Their
situations regarding speaking and listening

problems are shown in Figure 1.

According to Figure 1, respondents
appeared to encounter difficulties in English

communication at a high level (x = 3.68).

They were more likely to deal with problems
in speaking than those in listening (x = 3.72

and 3.66 respectively). Speaking problems
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were mostly caused by lack of grammatical
knowledge ( x = 380), followed by
mispronunciation (x = 3.71), and limited
vocabulary knowledge (x = 3.67). Listening
problems were caused by speed rate of
foreign customer’s speech (x = 3.76), the lack
of grammatical knowledge (x = 3.70),
recognizing English pronunciation (x = 3.62),
and limited vocabulary knowledge (x = 3.56)
respectively.

Problems in speaking and listening
skills of sellers could link to their educational
background. In this study, educational levels
of the majority of the sellers were lower than
bachelor degrees. Learning English in primary
and secondary schools, especially in the
local areas, focused more on grammar and
rote  memorization in large size of the
classroom. They had limited opportunities to
practice and to be exposed to English used
in the real world (Noom-ura, 2013).
Therefore, communicating with  foreign
customers in English is a big challenge for
Thai sellers.

It is likely that both listening and
speaking problems of sellers caused by

deficit in linguistic features (e.g., grammar,

pronunciation, and vocabulary). Thai sellers
found that their lack of grammatical
knowledge led them to be unable to either
understand the message they hear or
organize their sentences. Such problems may
be link to the fact that phrase and sentence
structures between Thai and English are
different. Thai sellers, like many Thai
learners, may think in Thai before translating
in English (Noom-ura, 2013). For example,
when using a noun phrase (Adjective + Noun)
to describe a product, they may translate
literally, word by word by using Thai language
structure (Noun + adjective). This finding also
reflects the problem of English as a Foreign
Language (EFL) classroom. Although grammar
was taught intensively, without practice
through the real world tasks, Thai EFL
students would not be able to use grammar
for real-world communication.

Regarding pronunciation problems,
sellers tend to encounter difficulties in
pronouncing English words and be unable to
recognize and understand English words they
hear. Particularly in the intercultural context,
the variety of English language exists as

tourists are not only English native speakers
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but also those who use English as the second
and foreign language. Miscommunication
may be caused by different phonological
features between the first language and
English phonological features (Kirkpatrick,
2012). According to Tananuraksakul (2017),
without  awareness of the  English
phonological features, Thai EFL learners were
more likely to pronounce English word by
substitute Thai sound systems and may
produce unintelligible speech in English. For
example, they may pronounce the initial
sound /8/ as /t/ (e.g., three as tree) and /&/
as /d/ (e.g., this as dis).

Insufficient English proficiency may
lead serious when

to problems

communicating  with  foreign  customers,
especially the lack of English vocabulary as
Fahmongkolchai (2011) stated that limited

English vocabulary can cause problems in

Although
listening and speaking are the key
components of communicating in business
world, most of the sellers have less
opportunity to improve their English listening
and speaking proficiency. A lack of English
knowledge also creates anxiety towards the
speakers which resulted in avoiding using
English.
Part 3 Needs for English language
communication

Particularly, the participants needed
to practice language for the particular topics.
When comparing information from two
groups of participants, it was found that their
top five ranked topics they needed to
improve their communication were relatively

similar as shown in Figure 2.

The participants showed their needs
to improve English language communication
through five topics. The sellers in Surat Thani
indicated their needs for topics ranging from
1) selling, 2) greeting, 3) giving general
information, 4) bargaining, and 5) advertising.
At the same time, the participants in Chiang
Mai stated their needs to improve English
through topics ranging from 1) greeting, 2)
giving general information, 3) selling
products, 4) advertising products, and 5)
bargaining products. It can be seen that these

two groups of participants shared the same

interest of topics, related to both general
conversation with customer (e.q., greeting
and giving general information) and specific
language used for selling (e.g., advertising,
selling, and bargaining products). These
results are in accordance with the study by
Nikonkittikoson (2016) which found that Thai
local vendors in Koh Kret, Nonthaburi
needed to practice vocabulary and general
conversation with customer, as well as
vocabulary and conversations specifically
used for selling their souvenirs, food and

drinks.
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Conclusion

It can be concluded that the two
groups of sellers in Surat Thani and Chiang
Mai who had their business in sustainable
tourism would like to improve their English
communication. Particularly, they required to
develop linguistic features (e.g,
pronunciation, vocabulary, and grammar for
communication) used in greeting and giving
general information to the foreign customers,
as well as specific language for advertising,
selling their products and dealing with
bargaining. It is clearly seen that their ranked
topics are associated with their career as
sellers. From a sustainable tourism
perspective, supporting local economies by
involving the locals is one of the key aspects
of tourism development, along with the
environmental and socio-cultural aspects. If
the local sellers are able to communicate
with the foreign tourists at an intermediate or
advanced level of English as well as in a
caring and attentive manner, it would create
a positive impression and appreciation of the
site. This could also be a starting point for a
memorable experience in cultural and

knowledge sharing between the foreign

tourists and the locals. Using English as a
communication tool, the latter could
increase the opportunity to welcome the
same group of tourists again in the future.

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Abstract: This research article is survey research, which focuses on communication for the
development of the potential for self-reliance and promotion of occupations for Ban Mae Thalu
community. The purpose of this research was to develop the potential for self-reliance in the
community of Ban Mae Thalu and to generate income and promote careers for Ban Mae Thalu.
The sampling of this research consisted of professional group leaders, villagers, village headmen,
and Sop Moei community development officer. The research methods consisted of in-depth
interviews, participatory observation, and focus group discussion, through group activities
workshops. The results indicated that the villagers have the process of communication of creating
community organizations to develop the potential for self-reliance. The village headman and the
professional group leaders are important groups in driving the career promotion program for the
community, together with the researcher, through the communication process by distributing
information to community members. In addition, the community leaders also allow members the
opportunity to participate through comments, which could solve problems and carry out activities
together. The community is able to divide local products into 5 categories: shirts, bags, Karen chili
powder, crispy banana, and organic fertilizer. Therefore, these products could be sold to tourists
to generate sustainable income for the community.

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Abstract: The objectives of this study were to 1) study the factors affecting farmers’ demand for
doing organic farming and 2) study the guidelines for increasing the number of farmers in organic
farming. The research results found that the reasons why farmers would be engaged inorganic
farming were as follows: 1) Health; doing organic farming would protect them from getting

pesticides in their blood , 2) Economy; participation in organic farming network or group not only

reduce household expenses significantly but also gives them more income from selling various
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organic products, 3) Municipal policy; Mae Mok Sub-district Municipality has a clear policy to push
the Mae Mok subdistrict into a city of safe food. and 4) Others.

The guidelines for increasing the number of farmers in organic farming are as follows: 1)

Brahmanism consists of the beliefs ingods, secondary gods, ¢od creatures or inhuman beings, avatar
of the gods, godlike characters as found in Sanskrit literature and the belief of nirvana. Buddhism
belives inhell and heaven, threefold refuge and nirvana. There was a relation between the 3
religions influencing people in Sukhothai society. It also showed the flexibility and characteristics
of the multicultural society of Sukhothai.

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Abstract: The objectives of this study were to investigate the significance of Mueang Bang Khlang
as an important historical city of Sukhothai and to explore the guidelines for marketing promotion
and development of tourism in Mueang Bang Khlang.

Abstract: Previous studies reported that Celastrus paniculatus had various cellular functions
including enhancement of learning and memory. However, there are no reports on neuroprotective
effect especially on MPP*-induced toxicity, a model of Parkinson’s disease. The present study aims
to demonstrate the effect of C. paniculatus seed extract on inhibition of MPP*-induced SH-SY5Y
cells. Cell viability was measured by an MTT assay. Furthermore, the expression of marker proteins
of apoptosis, Bcl2 and mTOR, were detected using Western blot. The results showed that 10 and
25 ug/ml C. paniculatus seed extract increased cell viability on incubated with MPP* for 3 hours.
Moreover, C. paniculatus seed extract increased the expression of Bcl2 and decreased the
expression of mTOR in compare to control. This study suggested that C. paniculatus seed extract
