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Abstract: This research was a study on the development of the competitive business management
of trekking tourism in 2 upper northern provinces. The objective was to study the situation and the
development of the competitive business management of trekking tourism in the 2 upper northern
provinces of Chiang Rai, Phayao, Phrae and Nan. This research was both qualitative and quantitative
research. The researcher used purposive sampling method and the research participants including
trekking tour operators, local community leaders, local government sectors, tourism association
leaders, professional tourist guides and trekking tourists with more than 10 years of experience. The
research tools used the research were in-depth interview, participant observation and focus group.
The results showed that the potential of trekking tourism management in the upper northern
provinces was at a low level. The study recommends that business strategies specifically for trekking
tourism must be developed to create competitive tourism business.

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Noen Kham Subdistrict, Noen Kham District, Chai Nat Province
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Abstract: This research aimed 1) to study general background of the community in terms of
physical, social and cultural aspects of Noen Kham community, 2) to study cultural heritage and
local wisdom, and 3) to present a cultural tourism trail for bicycles. This research followed a
qualitative research method by analyzing documents, group conversations, in-depth interviews
and non-participatory observations. The research findings regarding that Noen Kham community
showed there were 5 kinds of cultural heritage and local wisdom as follows: 1) handcrafts 2) food
and nutrition 3) festivals and events 4) lifestyle, and 5) language. Therefore, the research designed
a cultural heritage tourism trail for tourists to experience and learn about cultural heritage and
local wisdom through activities of Lao Vieng community and named this tourism program “Travel
in the Community and Experience the Charm of Lao Vieng”. The guidebook is useful and creates
value for Noen Kham community as a cultural heritage tourism spot for Lao Vieng culture.

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Abstract: The research on value added creation in tourism under the circular economy of Phu
Pha Phe tourism organic farming community enterprise group, Nong Bua subdistrict, Muang district,
Nong Bua Lam Phu province aimed to study the operation and create value added in tourism of
Phu Pha Phe tourism organic farming community enterprise group. Purposive sampling method
was sued to select 30 village headmen, chairmen, vice-chairmen and members of Phu Pha Phe
tourism organic farming community enterprise group. The tools used include the interviews, focus
group and training workshop. The results found Phu Pha Phe tourism organic farming community
enterprise group had the potential in tourism; interesting tourism activities and their agricultural
products could be supplied to tourists throughout the year. Normally, there were oversupplies of
agricultural products that often got spoiled. Members of community enterprise jointly created

tourism value added projects according to the concept of circular economy, which involved
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seasonal fruit processing projects to improve the value of products and help members obtain
more income distribution.

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The Bibliometric Analysis of Sustainable Organic Farming in Thailand
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Abstract: The government has promoted agriculture sectors, which are the main source of Thai
people’s income, to be sustainable for the purpose of farmers having a better quality of life. It is
important that quality research results can be put into practice. For this reason, this research
compiled sustainable agriculture research results from a reliable international database to
analyze research results and reflected on trends and challenges driving the country. By collecting
data systematically with a coding sheet of 36 articles, it integrated different fields of research
results: social sciences, sciences, and engineering, which focused on environmental science. The
linkage of the research results was analyzed by using bibliometric methods to reflect research
issues on rice and alternative agriculture as popular subjects in the study. However, most of the
research findings are not comprehensive in all regions and there is no species diversity. In
addition, research issues that promoted income generation opportunities for farmers, which are
urgent issues under the government policy, were not well-researched. Thus, trends and issues of
sustainable agriculture research are highly recommended for future research.

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Abstract: This participatory action research article aimed to determine the potentials of medicinal
plants in the area of Bun Rueang subdistrict, Chiang Khong district, Chiang Rai province and to
develop an innovative healthcare system that utilizes medicinal plants for the elderly healthcare.
The data collection was undertaken via the survey of the general environment area and affective
medicinal plants. Next, the data was used to analyze the opportunities and guidelines of self-
reliance healthcare development for elderly by focus group discussion. The results showered that
there were 18 species, outs of 142 species of medicinal plants, which have useful medicinal
properties for the elderly healthcare. This body of knowledge included with the strain selection,
breeding and propagation, appropriated environment and soil selection, maintenance, pest
prevention, harvest, herbal productive form and the herbal elderly healthcare description based
on modern Thai traditional medicine procedures.

Factors Predicting Public Stigma in Parents about Children
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Abstract: The aim of this study was to explore the levels and predictors of public stigma in parents
of children diagnosed with Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD). A cross-sectional study
method was used. Quantitative data were collected between June and July 2018 using
questionnaires. The population was the parents of students in schools in Bangkok. The sample
consisted of 400 parents selected through simple random sampling from 4 schools. The
questionnaire consisted of general information, and information on public stigma, attitude, and
social support. The data were analyzed by descriptive statistics such as frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation to describe various factors, and predictive factors were analyzed by
multiple regression analysis. The results showed that the public stigma on children diagnosed with
ADHD was at a low level, both overall and in each domain. The predictors of public stigma on
ADHD were attitude: negative feeling and emotion, as well as social support. The most predictive of
factors was attitude: negative feeling and emotion (3 = 0.20), then by social support (8 = -0.19), with
both factors can predicting public stigma by 9.8%, which was significantly at the 0.05 level. The
results of the study can be used to plan to prevent public stigmatization of children diagnosed with
ADHD.

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Quality of Water Supply and Policy Recommendation on Village Water
Supply Management During Drought: A Case Study of Thung Hua

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Abstract: The purposes of this mixed research were to investigate the quality of the village’s
water supply in terms of its physical, chemical and biological characteristics and to study the
management process and policy recommendation on resolving the problems of village’s water
supply system management during drought in Thung Hua Chang Subdistrict Municipality, Thung
Hua Chang district, Lamphun province. Four village water supply systems were analyzed and
compared using the water quality standard criteria of the Department of Health. Twenty
stakeholders and relevant literature review were used to explain the management process and
make policy recommendations on consumer water management. Data were collected by
documentary research, non-structured interview, and focus group. Data were analyzed by
paradigm and content analysis. The findings revealed that the water entering in Moo 2 supply
system and water at the downstream in Moo 8 supply system were contaminated with coliform
bacteria.

Abstract: The research aimed to examine the new character and understand Karen youth
network as social capital for reduction of the conflict stemmed from the coal mine project
through the social capital concept of Robert D. Putnam. The data was collected from March to
June 2022 in Ka Boe Din village, Omkoi district, Chiang Mai province. The data collection involved
a survey of 75 households whose member were 18-65 years old, and an in-depth interview with
six case studies. The study result indicated that after the coal mine project was launched in the
village, the Karen youth network has become social capital to resist this project and reduced
conflict in the community. Through civil society organizations (CSOs) support, Karen youths have
grouped as a strong social network. They have created a close relationship and played an
important role in online public communication. The Facebook fan page, which was created by
Karen youths, has been effectively utilized to present Karen’s wisdom and mode of production,
resist the coal mine project, and reduce conflict stemmed from the coal mine project
establishment.
