They created items with tang-may by incorporating
coffee flavor. Additionally, the packaging consisted of a rectangular brown box with a wooden
pattern, featuring the emblem and background of Ban Nam Chiao.

Data were collected through in-depth interviews, focus group
discussions, and observations, and analyzed using content analysis. The study found that: 1. The HUG

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Abstract: This mixed research approach explored the creation of products using local wisdom by
the Community Enterprise Group in Mueang Kalasin district, Kalasin province.. Quantitative data
were collected using questionnaires from eight community enterprise groups involving in fish
product processing, totaling 205 members. Qualitative data were acquired through participatory
practices, including in-depth interviews with 30 individuals from a community enterprise group.
Additionally, a product acceptance survey involved 20 community members and 40 individuals
outside the community. The results found that the creation of Leela Fried Fish cake was an
innovation using Tong Krai fish and grated coconut to create fried fish cakes. Under the wisdom
of fishing. Local ingredients were used to create nutritionally valuable products, aiming to generate
income for the community. These offerings add value to Lam Pao Dam fish and Ban Sa-at Natom
coconuts, fostering community unity. A cooperative operation leveraging local wisdom was
established to create community products, shaping the community's identity and instilling an
appreciation for local knowledge among the younger generation. This initiative also aimed for
sustainable income generation for enterprise groups, targeting 5,000 baht per month, benefiting
local communities and broader society.

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Abstract: This study attempted to disseminate knowledge and expertise in biological pest
management of farmers, emphasizing the modification of their practices using biological agents while
reducing dependence on chemical inputs in vegetable fields. Employing participatory action research
(PAR), the study engaged 25 members of a vegetable growing group in Krasang sub-district, Krasang
district, BuriRam province. The study unfolded in 3 sequential stages: 1) Analysis of the group contexts,
2) Transferring biotechnology methods through workshops and participatory action, and 3) Monitoring
and evaluation. The findings revealed an enhancement in knowledge and understanding towards the
expansion of biological substances. There was a substantial increase, rising from 16 percent to 69
percent, in the accurate application of these methods in their plots. This positive transformation was
accompanied by a reduction in chemical usages, resulting in a 25.19 % decreased in production costs.
The findings also indicated the emergence of adept farmers who were ready to share newfound
knowledge, fostering a disposition towards using biological chemicals. This shift contributed to an
upswing in membership at the Community Pest Management Center (CPMC), subsequently influencing
higher vegetable prices. The safe vegetable production not only satisfied the farmers but also advanced
sustainability in the group’s agricultural practices.

The Achievement of Knowledge Exchanging on the Use of Unmanned
Aerial Vehicles in Agriculture of Farmers in Ban Chung subdistrict,
Nakhon Luang District, Phra Nakhon Sri Ayutthaya Province
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Abstract: The research has the following objectives: 1) arrange the activity that allows agriculturalists
to use an unmanned aerial vehicle in agriculture; and 2) to study achievement derived from learning
exchange about how to use an unmanned aerial vehicle used in agriculture by agriculturists. In this
research, fourteen local villagers who live in Banchung sub-district, Nakhon Luang district, Ayuttha
province, were used as a sample group. They’d found their interests in exchanging bodies of knowledge
on how to use an unmanned aerial vehicle. All of them were volunteers who received news through
public relations made by community leadership. This study was conducted as part of research and
development to design a knowledge exchange program for using unmanned aerial vehicles in
agriculture. The program included instructional media and a forty-item test to measure
achievement both before and after the knowledge exchange. The statistical methods used for data
analysis included frequency value, percentage, average, standard deviation, and the T-test. The
results showed that participants achieved a higher overall knowledge exchange score for using
unmanned aerial vehicles in agriculture after the post-knowledge exchange compared to before,
with a significant statistic of 0.05. This indicates that knowledge exchange activities enhanced
participants' understanding.

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Participation of Local Community in Promoting Well-being of Region
Based on Cultural Heritage of the Western Region
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Abstract: This qualitative research studied the participation of the local community in promoting
the well-being of the region based on the cultural heritage of the western region. The data were
collected from the leader of community, tourists and public health volunteers by in-depth interview.
The findings revealed that both the Thai Tribe community in Ban Khao Yoi, Phetchaburi province,
and the Karen Tribe community in Ban Poon Yarn Hot Springs, Ratchaburi province, mostly had
familial relationships, depended on each other within the community, and experienced minimal
internal conflict. This resulted in collaboration within the community to address local issues, and the
establishment of a local healthcare system that would leverage existing knowledge for the health
care and treatment of the population. This existing knowledge includes traditional medical practices,
other health care wisdom, and the use of herbal remedies for bedridden patients. In order for the
community's potential to promote community health based on cultural heritage, both communities
need to be engaged in the following activities: 1) annual health check-ups, 2) implementation of
activities for monitoring and preventing emerging diseases by conducting educational activities for
resorts and homestays in the area, 3) collaboration with Health Volunteers in the region initiating
activities to establish community-Led Disaster Monitoring and Elevating Standards for Sustainable
Health Tourism, and 4) advocacy for proper and nutrient-rich diet, following nutritional principles

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Abstract: This article aims to study opportunities and guidelines for self-reliance in preventing COVID-19
disease and caring for Covid-19 patients with the local wisdom. It was qualitative research conducted
through documentary research and focus group discussions with eight key informants. Data were
collected using a focus group recording form with an inter-observer agreement (I0C) value of 0.8-1,
and content analysis was carried out. The research found opportunities for caring for Covid-19 patients
and preventing COVID-19 disease using local wisdom and adhering to self-reliance philosophy. This
involves 5 steps: (1) stopping the spread of the epidemic by keeping people in place; (2) quarantining
respiratory infections with facemasks and handwashing; (3) eating foods regularly with herbal ingredients to
help prevent infection; (4) eating herbs to strengthen the immune system to fight infection; and (5) using
herbs to cure symptoms of illness to fight infection. Therefore, if such guidelines are to be followed, they
should be adjusted based on the context of their application.

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Guidelines for Mental Health Care by Lanna Medicine to Enhancing

Life Quality of Cancer Patients
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Abstract: This research article aims to study guidelines for mental health care by Lanna medicine to
enhance life quality of cancer patients. This research is a qualitative study that collects data through
the synthesis of documents containing information about the mental health problems of cancer
patients. Additionally, in-depth interviews were conducted with three individuals, including the head
of a research project and the coordination team of a folk medicine and tribal medicine research
project related to the health care process involving rituals of Lanna medicine. The data were
analyzed using content analysis methods, and the results were further analyzed using descriptive
content analysis techniques. The findings revealed three groups of mental health problems in
cancer patients: 1) fear, anxiety, and stress, 2) self-anger, and feelings of worthlessness, and 3)
discouragement, hopelessness, and depression. These issues can be addressed through
preventive and treatment methods rooted in Lanna medicine wisdom, utilizing healing rituals
such as auspicious time prediction, elimination and exorcism, morale-boosting, mindfulness, and
providing comfort and support. These approaches aim to enhance the healthcare efficiency of
Thai traditional medicine practitioners and improve the quality of life for cancer patients.

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Conflict Issues and Solutions Case Study of the Interchange Survey
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Abstract : This research aimed to study the causes of conflict and conflict management of
stakeholders in the survey and interchange design project in Surat Thani Province. It is a qualitative
research study using in-depth interviews and non-participant observation. Data were collected from
33 informants. A literature review of related academic documents found that the cause of the
conflict arises from the perception of information by people in the area that is not yet fully
covered and that government agencies do not have access to all groups of real stakeholders. There
are concern about the effects of environmental pollution on the health of local communities,
traffic jams, and accidents during the project construction period. Conflict management guidelines
include acceptance through a participatory process from all parties involved by using cooperation
to find a way out of the conflict that has occurred; listening to constructive opinions; and having
representatives from the private sector play a role in negotiating compensation for land
expropriation and various assets on behalf of the affected people.
