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Relationship between the Distribution of the Elderly and Social
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Abstract: The research is the study and analysis of distribution characteristics of the elderly and social
welfare of the elderly in Bangkok, Thailand. This study aims to study the number of elderly people
separated by district in Bangkok from 2013-2022. According to the Department of Provincial
Administration, the number of elderly people in Bangkok has increased annually over the past 10 years
and across all districts—except in 2013, when the elderly population was higher than in 2014. Next,
the study was conducted on the amounts of social welfare of the elderly people separated by district
in Bangkok in 2022, which involved nursing homes, residential care homes and public parks. These three
factors were studied to see the correlation between the number of elderly people in Bangkok, using
the Multiple Linear Regression Analysis method. The results found that residential care homes were
related to the number of elderly people in Bangkok with an R value is 0.513, R*is 0.264, F value is 5.491
and Significance F value is 0.003. The p-value of 0.0003 for the number of residential care homes
indicates that, among all the independent variables, only this factor was significantly related to the
dependent variable—the number of elderly people in Bangkok.

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Abstract: This research aimed to study the problems and effects of paralyzed elderly stroke
patients in the Sansai subdistrict, Mueang district, Chiang Rai province, and develop guidelines
for improving the quality of life for these patients using Thai traditional medicine (TTM). This
qualitative research involved analyzing the knowledge from the documents and participant
observation, considering the legal rights of 10 TTM lecturers and doctors. Then, the focus
groups were determined to compile and analyze data. The results showed that 1) the
problems and effects of the paralyzed elderly stroke patients were divided into 3 levels as
follows: at the individual level, there were body and mind problems; at the family level, caring
for stroke patients was a heavy burden; and at the community level, rehabilitating patients
was quite expensive. The results also revealed that the guidelines for improving the quality of
life for these patients should be divided into 3 levels as follows: at the individual level, the
body and mind were rehabilitated by using TTM processes; at the family level, the community
ways were used in the healing process; and at the community level, the network creation of
the caring process was administered by community leaders and volunteers.

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Abstract: The purpose of using mixed methods was to examine the utilization of and participation in the
conservation of wild edible plants. Sample size was 382 households and 37 Interested people in Keelek
Subdistrict municipality, Mae Rim district, Chiang Mai province. Data collected by questionnaires, non-
structured interviews and focus group were administered. Data was analyzed by descriptive statistics,
correlation analysis and content analysis. It was found that the public lacks support for equipment in
household waste management, and the mechanisms to promote the utilization of waste have not been
effectively implemented. Overall, the public's household waste management is at a moderate level
(mean = 2.18 + 0.32). The influencing factors are the age (r= - 0.112, P-value = 0.046) and monthly
household income (r= 0.146 P-value = 0.011) that were significantly household waste management.
Stakeholders have suggested activities to support the provision of equipment for the collection and sorting
of waste, utilizing waste for income generation and agricultural benefits, as well as enhancing public
knowledge on waste utilization.

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Abstract: This research aimed to investigate personal, market and psychological factors, and
consumer behaviors in purchasing Ko Sukorn watermelons in Palian District, Trang Province. This
study employed a quantitative research approach, collecting data through questionnaires from 449
consumers who had purchased Ko Sukorn watermelons. The data was analyzed using descriptive
statistics. The results regarding personal factors affecting the purchasing decision revealed that
most respondents were male residents of Trang Province, aged 25 years or younger, had an average
monthly income of less than 8,000 Baht, and were familiar with Ko Sukorn watermelons. The
findings related to marketing mix and psychological factors showed that, overall, these factors
were rated at a high level. Specifically, distribution channels and pricing were the most influential
factors (X = 4.52), followed by product and promotional factors, as well as psychological aspects,
which were also influential at a high level (X = 4.46). Regarding consumer behaviors, the frequency
of purchasing watermelons was between once every 1-5 days. The main factors influencing the
purchasing decision were taste and price, with most consumers spending less than 100 Baht per
purchase. The average weight of watermelons purchased was less than 2 kilograms. Most
consumers bought watermelons from fruit markets. Additionally, consumers expressed interest in
purchasing organic or safe watermelons if they were available, especially, if it was labeled as
organic or safe products.

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Abstract: This study aimed to 1) study the environment and potential of the Larb Chili Paste
Community through in-depth interviews, and 2) analyze its business plan using the Business Model
Canvas. This study was a qualitative research approach, with data collected through in-depth
interviews with key informants selected. Interviews were conducted with a total of 25 participants.
The results of the study found that 1) the community had a competitive advantage due to its
unique flavor, aroma, and use of organic and locally grown herbs, ensuring safety and low material
costs. Additionally, and 2) Ban Nam Cham Larb Chili Paste Community Enterprise developed a
strategic business model to build customer relationships. Their primary target groups included local
restaurant owners, community members working in other provinces, and northern consumers. To
enhance customer understanding, the group improved production methods and direct
communication via Facebook and Line.

Abstract: The purposes of this research were to: (1) study the types and patterns of productivity within
the organic vegetable planting community enterprise group in On Tai Sub-district; (2) develop
productivity in accordance with organic agricultural standards; and (3) analyze the problems and
obstacles related to achieving organic agricultural standards, using a participatory action research
approach. The qualitative data were collected from vegetable farmers engaged in each stage of the
organic agricultural standard process. The data were analyzed using a descriptive method. The results
indicated that 40 farmers participated in the organic agricultural standard training, and 20 farmers
applied for organic certification inspection. Fourteen farmers underwent the first round of inspection,
and 10 of them passed, with conditions set for approving their planting systems. Only four farmers
successfully met the organic agricultural standards. Due to the strict requirements of the organic
certification system, few farmers were able to obtain certification. The findings of this research align with
the national strategy for organic agriculture development and may serve as a model for organic
agricultural production in other areas.

to Create Sustainability of Community Enterprises
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Abstract: This research aimed to develop and upgrade community products for their integration into
online platforms and to evaluate the outcomes of these efforts. A mixed-methods approach were
employed, incorporating both qualitative and quantitative research methods. Qualitative data were
collected through focus group discussions and analyzed using content analysis. Quantitative data
were gathered using questionnaires administered to 163 members of community enterprise groups
within the service area of Roi Et Rajabhat University. The quantitative data were analyzed using
descriptive statistics. The findings revealed that 20 community products were successfully developed
and upgraded for online platforms. Among these, 5 products met FDA standards, 2 products achieved
Gs-ORGANIC certification, and 3 products received M.P.C. certification. Additionally, 10 products are
in the process of applying for FDA and M.P.C. certifications. The performance evaluation indicated
that the overall appropriateness of the community product development process was rated at a
high level (x = 3.88). Similarly, the implementation of operations based on the Balanced Scorecard
(BSC) framework was also rated highly (x = 3.90). Furthermore, the application of online marketing
strategies demonstrated a significant success (x = 4.12)

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Abstract: This research aims to study the application of Islamic principles to waste management
in the Phaen Din Thong Nuruddeen community, focusing on environmental sustainability and
reducing waste that impacts the community. This action research study used in-depth interviews,
focus group discussions, and observations to collect data about community waste management.
The research findings show that the community can apply Islamic principles such as *Khalifah*
(stewardship of the earth) and *lhsan* (doing good) to waste segregation, reducing resource waste,
and recycling. This resulted in reduced community waste and increased recycling by approximately
20%. Furthermore, community member participation in waste management and the application of
Istamic principles to waste management in the Phaen Din Thong Nuruddeen community proved
to be an effective approach for promoting environmental sustainability.

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Abstract: The main objective of this study was to develop guidelines for promoting Mahachanok
mango (MHCNM) production of Nong Bua Fruit and Mango Community Enterprise (NBFTMCE), Nong
Kung Si district, Kalasin province.

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Factors Related to Soil Improvement in Farmers' Paddy Fields
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Abstract: The objective of this research was to analyze factors related to soil improvement in
farmers' paddy fields Chiang Klang district Nan province. The population was rice farmers in Chiang
Klang district, Nan province. There were 443 farmers registered with the Department of Agricultural
Extension, production year 2023/2024. The sample size was determined using Taro Yamane's
formula with a 0.05 margin of error, resulting in a sample of 210 cases selected through simple
random sampling. Data were collected using an interview form. Data were analyzed using
frequency distribution, percentage, mean, minimum, maximum, standard deviation, ranking, and
descriptive statistics using statistical tools, namely cross tabulation (crosstab) and chi-square data
analysis. The research results showed that factors related to soil improvement in farmers' paddy
fields, tested using the chi-square method, yielded a p-value of 0.027, which is less than the
significance level of QL = 0.05. Therefore, the null hypothesis (Hg) can be rejected, indicating that
soil analysis has a statistically significant effect on soil improvement in paddy fields at the 0.05
level.

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Knowledge, Behavior and Awareness of Farmers in Agrochemical Use in

Sukhothai Province
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Abstract: This research aimed to study the knowledge level of agrochemical use and dangers,
behaviors of agrochemical use and prevention for rice cultivation, including awareness of dangers
from agrochemical use among rice farmers in Sukhothai Province. Questionnaire was used as a tool
to collect data from 400 rice farmers. The study found that only 35.75% of rice farmers had
received information related to agrochemical use and prevention, most of which were received
from agriculture chemical sales. The majority of rice farmers had a moderate level of knowledge
regarding the use and hazards of agrochemicals, which was 44.25%. The behavior of agrochemical
uses and prevention was at moderate level (X=2.45+0.18). While the rice farmer awareness of
dangers and effects of agrochemical use was at high level (X=3.86+0.15), they had the greatest
awareness of their own dangers (X=4.60+0.46), followed by awareness of the impacts on
environment ( X=3.81+0.21) and awareness of the dangers on consumers ( X=3.15+0.47),
respectively.

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Abstract: This research aims to study the essential needs and processes in preparing the
community to accommodate community-based tourism in Nam Man Subdistrict, Mueang Loei
District, Loei Province. The research used a mixed-method approach, employing questionnaires as
a tool. The population consisted of 4,040 residents of Nam Man Subdistrict. A sample of 357
people was selected using Krejcie and Morgan's table, with simple random sampling. Data analysis
was performed using mean scores, standard deviation, and modified PNI value. The study of the
preparation process was divided into four stages: (1) Decision-making using the Appreciation-
Influence-Control (AIC) process; (2) Implementation through action research; (3) Benefit assessment
via focus group discussions; and (4) Evaluation through workshops. The research findings indicate
that the essential needs for tourism preparation highlight benefits as the primary need, with a
modified PNI value of 0.93. Regarding the preparation process, the stages were 1) Decision making,
2) Implementation, 3) Benefits, and 4) Evaluation. It was found that readiness should be developed
in three key areas: (1) tourist site readiness, (2) community product preparation, and (3)
accommodation or homestay preparation.

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Abstract: This quantitative research aimed to (1) study the attitudes of Hatyai University students
towards the elderly, and (2) compare the levels of these attitudes among students at Hatyai
University. The sample consisted of 190 first-year students from the Faculty of Education and Liberal
Arts at Hatyai University. The research instrument was a 30-item questionnaire measuring students'
attitudes towards the elderly. The data were analyzed using frequency, mean, standard deviation,
one-way ANOVA, and multiple comparisons. The findings revealed that (1) overall, students'
attitudes towards the elderly were at a moderate level (§:3.26, S.D.=1.01) When considering
specific aspects, students' attitudes were high in the belief aspect (§:4.11, S.D.=1.03) and the role
aspect (X=357, S.D.=1.01). (2) The results of comparing the attitudes of students toward the
elderly revealed that students with different relationship patterns with the elderly exhibited
significantly different levels of attitudes at the .05 level in only three areas: physical aspects,
personal characteristics, and adaptation. When testing for pairwise differences using Scheffe's
method (1953), it was found that students with varying relationship patterns toward the elderly had
different levels of attitudes that were not statistically significant at the .05 level.
