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Abstract

This qualitative research approach aimed to
investigate adaptation and negotiation of the communities
for “land use” rights through state’s natural resources
management policy which is the climate change mitigation
project. The notion of “power of exclusion” is employed
to understand the mechanism of governance that affects
the natural resources management, especially land use,
and the villagers’ livelihood. This study examined 3 cases:
Forest Restoration Policy at Laowoo village; Mae-Chaem
Model Project at Mae-kee-mook village; and REDD Plus
Project at Moung-Ang village. This qualitative research
was conducted during June 2017 to May 2018. The data
was collected from in-depth interviews and focus
group interviews with villagers, community leaders, local
administrative organizations, government agencies and
NGOs. The findings reveal that state implements these
projects through global warming discourse to legitimate
its natural resources management. Forest Restoration
Policy at Laowoo village, Wieng Haeng district and
Mae-Chaem Model Project at Mae-kee-mook village
lead to land use changes. The communities returned
the agricultural land to the state, and ceased planting
corn, and instead began to plant fruit trees and adopted
integrated agriculture. In contrast, REDD Plus Project
does not affect villagers’ livelihood. The villager practices
have been developed and changed for sustainable land
use management which is supported by Royal Project
Foundation. However, the community have not been
informed about the benefits sharing from REDD plus
project.
