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Abstract

Itis recognized that the concept of sus-
tainable development can integrate environment
and development. According to the Brundtland
Report, there was a time when developing coun-
tries (countries in southern regions) viewed that
developed countries (countries in northern regions)
did not want countries in southern regions to ex-
ploit natural resources for national development.
As a result, people in developing countries could
not escape poverty and had to always depend on
developed countries. Later, during the meetings in
Rio de Janeiro in 1992 and 2012 and the meeting
in Johannesberg in 2002, developing countries
suggested to the United Nations to establish
development goals to fight developing countries’
problems in parallel with environmental protection.
During the Millennium Summit of the United Na-
tions, development goals were jointly established.
In 2012, developing countries suggested to the
United Nations to establish a working group to de-
termine sustainable development goals integrating
concepts of the two groups of countries. Later, the
concept was developed into Sustainable Develop-
ment Goal (SDG) in 2015. The goal was defined
as the guideline to eradicate poverty by 2030 while
fighting injustice and protecting the environment
for the world’s sustainable future.
